An Act to amend the Criminal Code.

HIS Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the 
Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts as 

follows:—

1. Paragraph (dl) of subsection one of section one 
hundred and eighteen of the Criminal Code, chapter one 5 
hundred and forty-six of the Revised Statutes of Canada, 
1906, as enacted by chapter forty-six of the statutes of 
1919, is repealed, and the following is substituted therefor :— 

“(dl) being an alien, has in his possession any pistol, 
rifle, shot-gun, revolver, firearm or offensive weapon 10 
without having a permit therefor, which permit may be 
issued in the same manner, by the same persons and 
as near as may be in the same form as in the case of 
the other permits referred to in this section ; or”
