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In other words, during the years 1919 te
1921, under the administration cf my hon.
friends opposite, the Canadian National rail-
ways were given in cash and guarantees
$388,569,533, and in the years 1922 to 1925,
under the present government, the railways
were given in cash guarantees $276,290,023.

Mr. CHABOT: What is the amount of
bonds redeemed by this government betweer.
1921 and 1925?

,Mr. KING (Kootenay): I have net those
figures here. This statement 1 have given
was prepared hy the Raiiway departmnent, and
it sets crut plainly the cash advances @,nd t.he
guarantees given.

Mr. CHABOT: But the amount redeeined
is very important. There was some redcmp-
tien cf bonds in these years.

Mr. KING (Keetenay): I have net that
information hiere, and it is net applicable te
my argument; but if my hion. frienýd wants
the iinfermation it wîll net be difficult, te
get.

There is no doubt the people of Canada are
deeply conoerned over the raiiway situation,
but it is indeed gratifying te find that during
the last four years when our f riends opposite
were teiiing the Canadian people Vhis ceuntry
was going te the bow-wows, in each and every
year ef those four years the raiiways which
the people own were making a steady advance,
and te-day they are in a position decidedly
better than fthey were in in 1920, 1921 and
1922.

Mr. MEIGIIEN: Would the minister ex-
plain just what the advance was in 1924 over
1923?

Mr. KING (Koetenay): The advence te
the railway, or -the advance in earnings?

Mr. MEIGIIEN: The minister said

the railways had made a steady advance each
and every year. Il wouild like him te outline
the advance made in 1924 over 1923.

Mr. KING (Kootenay): The year 1924
was a short year; 1923 was botter than 1924.

;Mr. MEIGIIEN: That was an advance
backwards.

Mr. KING (KoGtenay): if my hion. friend
wishes te quilble, yes. But the important
fact is that in 1925 there was a surplus of
$32,000,000 as com.pared with a deficit in 1920 of
$34,500,000, and ýthis advance has ail been
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made during the tîme that our friends opposite
were detraeting from the efforts and courage
olf the Canadiean peopie by ýtheir faise prop-
aganda up and down this land.

Mr. NICHOLSON: Wiil the minister state
what Unes hie was referring to when hie gave
the earnings for 1919, 1920 and 1921? Also,
what amount, according to the st-atement of
the president of the Canadian National
railways, hais býeen added to the deficit of thc
railways in the lest four years?

,Mr? LAPOINTE: Put thýat on the order
paper.

Mr. KING (Kootenay) : My honý. friend

can get that information by inquiring frorn
the Railway departrnent or consulting the
Minister of Railways. 1 amrn ft the Minister
of Railways. I have certain information
suppiied to me, but the information 1 have is
authentic and effective.

Mr. MEIGIIEN: Would the minister
explain ho-w we can consuit -the Minister df
Railways?

Mr. KING (Koet-enay): The Minister of
Railways cen he consulted.

Mr. MEIGREN: WThee is lie?

Mr. KING (Keootenay): Put a question
on the oTder paper and you will geV your
answer.

Mr. MEIGIIEN: When wiii you get your
araswer?

Mr. KJING (Koocaenay): Whenever we
close this debate.

Mr. MEIGHEN: Then we are going to
adjourn. How are you goýing te get your
answer then?

Mr. KING (Koctenýay): I arn sure the

government wili be able to satisfy ny hion.

friend. If my hion. friends are really interested
in having figures, perhaps, Mr. Speaker, I

might be allowed teo give thîs information Vo

the flouse with respect te the by-election in

Prince Albert to-day: 42 poils give Mr.

King 4,980; Mr. Burgess, Conservative, 1,000.
The city of Prince Albert .gives Mr. King
a majurity cYf 790.
