not even circulate across the country. The
cost to the government, then, is not such a
great deal.

But there is one thing though which might
make us much more cautious. The Minister
of Finance must know it, since the matter
has been mentioned in this house. The secret
intention of the group of ten is to head
more and more toward an international
monetary unit. This can be a good thing in
itself, if it is used only for international trade.
But the consequence is also that only the
powerful countries in the field of finance will
be able to control this international monetary
unit, always at the expense of the small
countries which revolve around those power-
ful nations. Canada is one of them and it
should be one of the first to endeavour to
protect itself against the creation of an inter-
national monetary unit.

We had the opportunity before to warn the
Minister of Finance against this danger.

So we are informed that there will be an
amendment to the act already passed by the
House of Commons and approving those
agreements. We are told that this will have
to be passed by parliament and it is at that
moment that we can try and convince the
Minister of Finance to take the necessary
steps, especially in view of the agreements
which have just been reached in Tokyo, in
order to prevent this creation of an interna-
tional monetary unit which would only result
in enabling, even more than today, foreign
capitalist countries and big financial interests
to have more control over the natural re-
sources of this country.

FARM MACHINERY

PROVISION OF CREDIT FOR PURCHASES
BY SYNDICATES

Hon. Maurice Sauvé (for the Minister of
Agriculture) moved that the house go into
committee at the next sitting to consider the
following resolution, which has been recom-
mended to the house by His Excellency:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to
provide for the extension of credit to farm ma-
chinery syndicates for the purchase of farm ma-
chinery and for the terms and conditions of such
loans, the amount of a loan not to exceed 80 per
cent of the actual price to the farm machinery syn-
dicate of the farm machinery to be purchased with
the loan; and to provide also for the establishment
in the consolidated revenue fund of a special
account not to exceed $25,000,000 to which shall be
charged advances made to the Farm Credit Corpo-
ration and to which shall be credited all moneys
paid to the Receiver General by the corporation and

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for other financial provisions in relation to the
said fund in connection with the administration of
the measure.
