I
appreciate that it miglit take a statement on
motions, but would the Prime Minister be
prepared to make a statement on motions as
soon as the House reconvenes, i view of the
third report o! the B and B commission and
the statement made by the Secretary o!
State?

Mr. Trudeau: Mr. Speaker, as I said two
days ago, the policy may have to be reviewed
in the iight of this report. However, it will
take the government some time to read and
consider this lengthy report and I should not
like to make a statement until titis study bas
been made.
