VIOLENT DISTURBANCES

MONTREAL-BOME EXPLOSIONS-ASSISTANCE
FROM ROYAL CANADIAN MOUNTED POLICE

Mr. Roch La Salle (Joliette): Mr. Speaker,
I wish to put a question to the Prime Minister
concerning terrorist bombings in Montreal
over the week-end.

Does his government intend to supply help
to the social action groups in the city of
Montreal, in order that the social up-grading
of the people be achieved in peace and not in
disorder, as at the present time? Moreover,
would the Prime Minister be prepared to
request the Solicitor General to establish a
special RCMP service to assist the Quebec
authorities, considering the uncertainty and
the anxiety now existing in Montreal?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, those services are always avail-
able to legitimate authorities who seek to use
them. Should the Quebec government effec-
tively request our co-operation in this field,
we are in a position to give it, but it might
be useful to add that exchanges of informa-
tion and meetings are continually taking
place between the RCMP and the other police
forces in Canada, ineluding those of Montreal
and of the province of Quebec.
