STEPS TO MAINTAIN EXEMPTION FROM INCOME TAX

Mr. McCutcheon: Accepting the fact that education is a
provincial responsibility, will the government meet with
the provinces and industry with a view to improving the
number and quality of business administration courses?

Mr. Sharp: Mr. Speaker, it is the aim of the Canadian
government, of course, to increase the efficiency of busi-
ness enterprise. I am sure that my colleagues who are
more concerned with these matters do try to support, in
one way or another, the schools of business administra-
tion. I am sure my hon. friend would agree that one of
the best ways we can do this is by continuing the policy
we have now of paying half the cost of such schools.
