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would flot place political parties in a more advantageous
position than churches, the Red Cross, the Salvation Army
and other charitable organizations. Deserving as we are, I
do not think we are that deserving. I thank hon. members
very much for their attention. 1 hope this bill will receive
serious consideration in committee, corne back here and
become the law of the land bef ore the next election.
