SPEECH FROM THE THEONE
At three o'clock His Excellency the Gov-

ernor General proceeded to, the Senate cham-
ber and took his seat upon the Throne. His
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Excellency was pleased to command the at-
tendance of the House of Commons, and,
that House beîng corne, with their Speaker,
His Excellency was pleased to open the
Third Session of the Twenty-fourth Parlia-
ment of Canada with the following speech:
Hcnourable Members of the Senate,

Members of the House of Commons,
1 arn happy to greet you as we meet for

the first time at the opening of our Parlia -
ment.

My appointment as the representatîve r!
Her Mai esty the Queen in Canada le an
honour which moves me profoundly. I invoke
Divine help to guide and strengthen me that
I rnay serve well the Parliament and people
o! Canada in carrying out the trust confided
to me by the Sovereîgn.

We will long cherîsh the memories of the
presence o! our gracious Queen and of His
Royal Highness among us last summer. The
warrnth of the welcome given them
throughout the country is an expression of
the loyalty, devotion and affection of ail
Canadians. Our attachment to the Crown is
a great unifying force. It will be my earnest
endeavour to foster a spirit of harmony and
confidence in alI, irrespective of race or
creed, in the achievement of our mighty
destiny.

My Prime ýMinister looks forward to meet-
ing with the leaders o! the other common-
wealth Governrnents early in May. The
commonwealth is in a state of rapid constitu-
tional developrnent. During the course of the
year Nigeria is to become an independent
member following those constructive proc-
esses by which the commonwealth has set
a lead in peaceful evolution of new nations
from dependent territories.

We welcome the spirit which has made
possible the progress of the past year in
meetings between the leaders of great nations
and we believe that with wisdom and
patience the series of meetings arranged to
commence in Paris in May can bring about
the results which ail desire. Canada will
be prepared to assist wholeheartedly by con-
sultation, particularly in the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization, with those immediately
involved in these efforts to achieve just
diplomatie settlements.
