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I am vary sorry the misapprehension 
arose and feel that, perhaps, a little more diligent 
inquiry on my part might have removed it before.
The only one who spoke to me about it was Professor 
G. M. 7/rong of Toronto and I am writing to him 
to-day to state my regret for having allowed to 
remain in his mind an impression, which, as a 
matter of fact, was not a correct one.
