Thete appears to be an idea that its
main object would be a personal one
for the convenicence of those who wear
it A still greater and mere important
objéct is the classification of the men
of eligible fighting ability into those
who are shirkers and those who are
not. All who are prope! employed
In regular work. either in ‘connection
with the army or navy or in roducing
supplies for their useor in in ispens-
ablé civilian labor which could Kot be
performed by substitutes. -woul be
entitled to have the “service balge"
or something akin to it. The shirkers
would then he* easily distinguighed,
and public opinion might}l/eft to
deal with them.

It is to be feared that many do not
yet understand the gravity of the
situation. Great Britain and her allies
can win, it is’ true, but not uniess
they put forth every utmost effort.
