IntenuHonal Celabnition on Nlatani Frontlar.
That in view of the advantages offered by Niagara Falls for
purposes of celebration, as well as of its special association*
with the War of J812, a proposal be submitted to the American
Committee to hold the final gathering of the celebration at
this point.

Bridge*, Tuiine!*, &c. That the question of erection
of Bridges and other large memorials be referred to the Can-
adian members of the Joint International Committee for
report.

Medals. That the President be empowered to procure
designs for appropriate medals in commemoration of the
Hundred Years of Peace.

Llfe-SaTing Apparatu* below Niagara Fall*. That
in view of the loss of life which has conplantly occurred on
the Niagara River, this Committee would recommend to the
favourable consideration of the Government or Govern-
ments concerned any practical suggestions for the placing
of life-saving apparatus on the banks or across the Niagara
River, as a memorial to the Hundred Years of Peace.
