Ottawa, March 20.—The Civil Ser-
vice Federation voted against political
representation at the session of the
eight anfual convention this after-
noon;

A resolution was _carried
mously, strongly protesting against
the manner in which the bonus of
1918 had been apportiioned and dis-

tributed.

On the subject of trial boards, Mr.
E. Lisle, Ottawa C.S.A., brought in a
report recommending that civil ser-
vants.be granted a fair hearing be‘ore
permanent dismissal, and that the
charge against such employes be made
in writing.

Russian Government Prepared to
Deposit Two Hundred Millions
in American Banks.

New York, March 20.—As the first:
step toward obtaining recogmition by
the United States, the Russian Soviet
government is prepared to deposit
$200,000,000 in gold with American
and. European banks, for the purchase
of supplies needed in reconstruction
work, according to a formal state-
ment issued here tonight by L. C. A.
K. Martens, American representative
of the Demidoff Iron and Steel works
in Moscow, through the “Bureau of
Representatives of the Russian
Socialist Federal Soviet Republic.”

Asserting that he had received this
week his appointment as official re-
presentative of the Soviet goverrment
in the United States, Mr. Mantens
eaid he had also forwarded his cre-
dentials and an expression of his
government’s desire ‘to ne-establish
normal relations between the two
countries.”

Mr. Martens said that in addition
to the $200,000,000 to be deposited to
defray the cost of initial purchases,
the Soviet government was prepared
to submit various propositions which
he said he hoped would prove ac-
ceptable to Amerfcan manufacturers
and exporters, looking toward estab-
lishment of credit for additional govV-
ernment purchases.
