For an institution under public con-
trol, much can be said, and it would
beyond doubt be the most desirable me-
thoq of meeting the situation. But the
circumstances have recently been con-
siderably changed, and the claim put
forward by the National Sanitarium
Assoclation is being pressed on grounds
which deserve consideration on' thelr
merits. In 1902 it established the Mus~
koka Free Hospital for those in the
early stages of the disease, and in Sep-
tember, 1904, it openeg the Toronto Free
Hospital for Consumptives near Wes-
ton for the treatment of patients in the
more advanced stages.

Free Hospital Board, the council in
March, 1905, voted $2000 towards its
support and recommended that Dr.
