The Fad of a Duke.

Every man has.a fad.  That of the Duke
of Westminster, the richest nobleman in
Great Britain, is building. Like Cheops,
Vespasian, Henry VIL, and Willlam of
Wykeham, His Grace Is a born builder, and
is simply daft on the subject of bricks and
mortar. Thus, he empioyed his leisure mo-
ments during his father’s last illness in de-
vising plans for the construction of his
coubtry seat at Eton .in its presemt form,
and his parent had scarcely been [laid to
rest before he set to work' to tear the en-.
tire place down and erect the present or-
nate $5,000,000 pile in its stead.

Eton as now constructed is an object of
horror to his relatives and family, who de-
clare that-it looks vulgar, parvenu, and
like a hydrophatic establishment. The
Duke’s eldest son, the late Lord Grosvenor,
who succumbed to exposure while engaged
in his favorite occupation of driving the lo-.
comotive of the Irish mail from London to
Holyhead, particularly abhorred the place,
and frequently declared ; *It took my fath-
er ten years to build this house, but it
won’t take me ten weeks to pull it down.”

Perhaps it is, after all, as well that he
aid not live to perform this act of fillal ae-
votion, though there is no knowing what
his eldest son, young Lord Belgrave, the
Eton schoolboy, who is heir tq his grand-
father’'s dukedom, may do when he suc-
ceeds to the title. Not content with cre-
ating a-pew Eton, the Duke has rebuilt all
thé farm houses and eottages on his vast
estdtes.  The cottages at Eton have two
peculfarities ; the gable-ends are ornament
ed” a large W fantastically worked
out 'lp brick, and the houses have no doors
on ‘either front side, the object of this
being to prevent front-door gossiping be-
tween neighbors.

Talking of building, there is no one more
peculiarly placed than the Duke of Nor-
folk: Hundreds of years ago one of his an-
cestors bequeathed in perpetuity a tract of
Jand along the Thames, the revenues of
which were to be devoted exclusively to the
maintenance, repair and additions to the du-
cal eastle of Arundel in Sussex. This land
is now in the ecentre of London, in the
neighborhood of the Strand, covered with
houses, and yielding such vast rentals that
the unfortunate duke is at a loss how in the
world to devote these. exclusively to the
castle, which Is already the most magnifi- |
cent thing of the kind in Great Britain, |
or in Europe; one fnconvenience being that
the castle.is never under any circumstances
free from scaffolding, workmen and decor-

ators. “
