mission, and upon that topic the distin-

guished visitor was most enthusiastic.
e sald that one result of the feeling in

Australla was the removal of the chief ob-

stacle to inter-Imperial preferential trade

n {80 far as the Aus.ralian colonles were con-

cerned.

It is a mistake to suppose,” he said,
“that the preferential trade idea is repug-
nant to Lnglish notions, because of the
ingrained national prejudice in faver of
absolute free trade. I represent a consti-
tuency in which there are to be found 00,-
000 artisans In one square mile of it. And
1 can assure you that nothlu% excites grent-
er enthusiasm among them than an address
from a colonial ugholdlng the Imperial pre-
ferential trade idea... We had lately, for
instance, a remarkably enthusiastic meet-
ing addressed by Hon. Mr. Longley of
Nova Bcotia.”

Not Afrald of Discriminatory Duty.

The alternative of a discriminatory duty
on foreign wheat does not appal the Bri-
tish workman then? was asked.

By no wmeans,”’ he replied, and at this
point Sir, Charles Tupper, who was present,
suggested the fact that to-day, with the
quotations neariy double of what they were
last year, there was no cry from the Bri-
tish workman against the Increased price
of corn.
