JEFY THE MEDIGAL GOUNGIL

—

The Medical Defence Association-Has
Been Formed to Fight for a
Principle,

ARE MEETING NOW IN THE CITY.

At Variance With the Ruling Body
and Strongly Opposed to the
Two-Dollar Fee.

It Is not strange that there should be a
gathering of medical men wwho are at
variance with the ruling body in the Medi-
cal Council. are in session discussing fces
and the best way to collect them, because
some of the former are also members of
the council.

The statement is made that there are
some 2500 members of the profession in
Ontario and that 700 of them are in open
rebellion against the controlling majority
of the council, which Imposes fees and

ves a certaln amount of protection to
ts members.

A Ohroniec Trouble,

There has been trouble among the pro-
fession for years. The Medical Counecll
exacts a fee of $2 a year from every phy-
siclan practising in Ontario, and it is well
known that many have not paid the fee at
all. Others paid for years and then
neglected the duty for reasons best known
to themselves. The Medical Council say
it is the $2 which the gentlemen don’t llke
to become separated from; the recalel-
irants say there is a principle involved,
which one of the most vigorous fighters in
the anti body describes in this wise:

The Prineiple Involved.

‘‘There have been strained relations be- |
tween the Medical Council and the pro-|
fession on account of the profession re-!
senting the Intrusion of representatives|
of schools and universities Into the gov-
ernment of the profession. The profession
are striking for self-government. They
claim they are competent to conduct their |
own affairs without school tut®lage, just
as the lawyers, or any other body have
the right to do. Owing to the recent ac- |
tion of the Medical Council in erasing the
names of 700 men, otherwise Iin good
standing, from the register for non-pay-
ment of the ammual fee, which they re-
gard as unjust and unconstitutional, rela-
tions have become so strained that the |
medical men of the country have thought |
the time favorable for striking for suchl
relief from legislation as shall give thomf
the same boon of self-government as s
enjoyed by other professions. Under these |
circumstances the Executive and Legls-
lative Committees met to Institute pro-|
ceedings to approach the Legislature at|
its next session for relfef in full.”
