Jumes R, Buck Upset From a Canoe

and Sinis,

Galt, July 1.—A fatal canoe accident
bappened on the Urand Kiver here
about 2 o'clogk this aftermoon, resulting
in the drownnug of James R. Buck, a
Young man, aged about 18 years, em-
ployed as a tinsmitn by A. mMcBean &
Lo. Young Buck and a reiative, named
Gamble of Palmerston, of about his
own age, who has been visiting him,
dhired a canoe for a filshing trip up the
river this Tafternoon., They informed
1ne boathouse Keeper that they under-
stood rowboats, but never handled a
canoe. As tie latter '‘was. the only
ihing of the kind available at the time,
they took it, but apparently came to
grief shortly aftetwards. When about
100 yards north of the C.P.R. bridge,
an alarm was given to George Rosen-
berg, by three young fellows in a row-
boat, that the men in the canoe were
drowning. Rosenberg, who is a cor-
poration employe, and an expert swim-
mer and diver. hastened to-their rescue
and managed, single-handed, to land
Gamble, who was clinging to the cap-
gized canoe, Buck was in sight at the
time in water 10 feet deep, trying to
make the shore. Rosenberg rcturned
to the scene after landing Gamble but
cold “not locate Buck, who had sunk
for the last time. Rosenberg says if
$iuck had stayed with the cance or if
the three men {n the rowboat, who
gave the alarm, had rendered assist-
ance, instead of rowing away from the
scene altogether., as tho frightened,
Tuck's life would have been saved: The
body had not been recovered.
