Dublin, Oct. 27.—At a special meet­
ing of the Dublin Corporation today, 
Captain McWalter, high sheriff, urged 
that those persons who are in the 
confidence of the remaining hunger 
strikers ask them not to persist fur­
ther.

, Little four-year-old Kathleen Pos- 
qwano, 110 St. Clarens avenue, died 
in the Hospital for Sick Children at 
6.30 o'clock last night from burns re­
ceived while the little tot was trying 
to light a coal oil lamp at her home 
earlier in the afternoon.

The child's mother first became 
aware of her little one’s plight when 
her attention was attracted by 
screams, but despite all her efforts 
the little girl’s clothing was burned 
entirely from her body and she was 
terribly bufned all over.

Reels from Brockton and Cowan 
avenue fire station were quickly on 
the scene and the little girl was ren­
dered first aid by Dr. S. Buck, 1266 
College street, after which the child 
was rushed to the hospital in the po­
lice ambulance. But from the first 
the case was hopeless and the child 
died about two hours later.

London, Oct. 27.—The body of the 
late Lord Mayor of Cork, Terence 
MacSwlney, is lying In state tonight 
in St. George’s Cathedral. A body­
guard composed of members of the 
Cork and London brigades of the Irish 
volunteer army, dressed in civilian 
clothing, is keeping vigil thruout the 
night beside the coffin, which, shrouded 
in a Sinn Fein flag, rests on a cata­
falque in the cathedral chancel.

The first services will be held to­
morrow morning at eleven o'clock, 
when a requiem mass will be cele­
brated. Absolution will be given by 
Archbishop Mannix, other dignitaries 
officiating. At two o’clock in the after­
noon, the funeral procession will pro­
ceed from the cathedral to Euston 
Station by way of Blackftiars Bridge, 
along the Embankment thru the busy 
downtown section—the Strand, Ald- 
wych and Kingsxvay.

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NET BERNARD Tells Pro-League Republican 
Delegation That U. S. Can­

not Afford to Stay Out.
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Washington, Oct. 27.—The United 
States was never called upon to make 
a "more solemn determination than it 
must make now” on the League of 
Nations issue, President Wilson de­
clared today in an address delivered 
at the White House. He spoke to a 
delegation of pro-league Republicans 
and independents, i.eaded by Dr. Ham­
ilton Holt, of New York, editor of The 
Independent.

"The whole future moral force of 
right in the world," said the president, 
“depends upon the United States rath­
er than upon any other nation and It 
would be pitiful indeed if, after so 
many great free peoples had entered 
the great league; we should hold 
aloof."

While Mr. Wilson spoke directly to 
the delegation, which had called upon 
him to obtain a further expression 
with regard to the league issue, his 
remarks were addressed to the United 
States, under the salutation, “my fel­
low countrymen.”

Membe* of the delegation Iftta for­
mal statement after leaving the White 
House said "they were deeply touch­
ed by the physical appearance of Mr. 
Wilson, who plainly showed the ef­
fects of his long Illness and the tre­
mendous strain he has been carrying.”
