Bomb Exploded at Cork.

Cork, Sept. 27.—A violent explosion
shook this city about® 2 o’clock this
morning, It was followed by the rattle
of rifle fire in v?,rious parts of the busi-
ness district. .

When the townspeople ventured forth
later in the.morning, after the curfew
had expired, they found the main thoro-
fare, Patrick street, littered with glass,
and the front ,of a large department
store, which is said to employ a large
number of young Sinn Feiners, com-
pletely wrecked as if by bombs.

Windows were smashed in the upper
storeys of almost every -store in the
vicinity,

At military headquarters it was sald
that a preliminary report showed there
were no military patrels near the wreck-
ed store at the time of the explosion,
but that troops were hastened tet the
scene. They were fired on by gnipers
from the roof of the store, according to
the report, and the soldiers returned the
fire with several volleys. A military
guard has been stationed at the store.

It is understood the theory of both
the military and police is that a bomb
was placed in a show window from the
ingide, but this is controverted by the
owner. Half a dozen employes, jvho were
slegping upstairs in the rear ofvthe ‘pre-
mises, were badly shaken.

Sniping at Belfast.

@Belfast, Sept, 27.—Twenty-five persons
are under treatment in the hospitals
here for injuries received in the week-
end disturbances.

The shooting by . snipers and. others
which occurred in the centre of Belfast
last night caused,K a panic among the
crowds which were promenading on
Royal avenue, the city’s main artery,
after church hours. The disturbance
followed the shootings of Saturday night
and early Sunday, in which one police-
man was killed and two others were
wounded, followed by the assassination
of three eiviliang in reprisal by parties
of masked men. °

The cpening incident of Sunday night’s
disorders occurred when snipers in side
streets of the Sinn Feln quarter fired
into North street, which crosses Royal
evenue, A tramcar on North street
came into the line of fire, and there
was great alarm among the passengers,
who, with the driver, crouched on the
floor until the car had turned into Royal
avenue The tramecar traffic later had
to be diverted to another route,
