whole pension system when it once gets 
a footing is sure to extend into an intol­
erable abuse, and (3) that it destroys 
thrift and tends to make employes lax m 
the performance of duty. In regard to recommend It 
the first objection that teachers should | 
make their own provision for retirement 
how is that possible when the average sal­
ary earned by a first-class female teacher 
in New Brunswick does not amount to 
one dollar a day? Without adequate com­
pensation how can teachers provide for 
retirement? “Do as is done by others in 
private life.” That can only mean avoid 
the profession and get into other avenues 
that may lead to f*me and fortune, or 
else by combination and other unworthy 
methods force higher salaries. But even 
if this were done, what will be the con­
dition of those teachers who have almost 
literally followed the Scriptural injunc­
tion and have given all that they had and 
have taken no thought of the morrow.
It is not in accord with the justice and 
honor of our people that such teachers 
should be compelled to face an old age of 
penury and want.

That a pension system will lead to fraud 
and abuse I do not believe. With a class 
as honorable, worthy and unselfish as 
teachers are known to be, a carefully 
guarded pension system can be adminis­
tered without taint of fraud or favorit­
ism. Some dishonesty may have been de­
tected in certain pension systems in the 
past, but the good . resulting from them 
has been incalculable.

As to pensions acting as a detriment to 
efficient service, let me quote |he opinion 
expressed by the Grand Trunk officials, 
based on an experience with a retirement 
scheme which has been 32 yeans in opera­
tion: “The experience of this company 
has demonstrated that such reasoning is 
entirely fallacious. Every company and 
corporation having a retirement pension 
system in operation regards it as a good 
business system, without considering the 
humanitarian principle involved.”

Corporations may have no souls, but the 
rapid development of retirement funds by 
all large corporations during recent years 
proves at least that shrewd business men 
realize that such systems work for (the 
benefit of the employer as well as of the 
employe.

Let me conclude with a sentence from 
Jacob Riis, a man widely known through­
out America for his public spirit: “I 
would have every teacher who is worthy 
of the name of teacher—and there should 
never be any other—paid enough to put 
her ever and for good beyond need of 
care; and when her years of service were 
over, I would have her rank as pension­
er upon the community! nay not bounty, 
but undying gratitude—ranking at least 
with those who guard it against peril 
from fire and from violence.”
