as in those of Manitoba. In September,
1904, a new text-book called the high school ; 
geography was introduced into these ! 
schools, under the false plea of teaching j 
true science, which propounds theories 
diametrically opposed to the Holy Scrip­
ture and Christian doctrine. While the 
curriculum of these important educational ^ 
institutions makes no provision for religi­
ous instruction of any kind, the religious 
public have a clear right to expect that 
no doctrine opposed to the orthodox ten­
ets of Christianity shall be taught therein.
Without at alii entering into the discussion 
of how far the theory of evolution—for 
it is only a theory—may be true, while it 
harmonizes ■with fundamental laws of hu­
man progress, we can all understand its 
dangerous character when it presumes to 
tell us that the universe, and this part 
of it, was not the work of a Supreme Be­
ing, but the product, <xn tie contrary, of 
chance or accident arising .from self-con­
tained conditions already existing in physi­
cal nature, and that man instead of being 
created by God in his own image sprang 
originàlly from some inferior form of ani­
mal life, to gradually attain by evolution­
ary processes to the higher form in which 
he appears today.”
