THEATRES

KIRK BROWN SCORES
ANOTHER SUCCESS

Fine Production of a Gentleman
of France at the Opera House
Last Night.

Kirk Brown was seen in -another ro-
mantjc' play last evening, when he delight-
ed a large audience at the Opera House
with a first class production of A Gentle-
man of France.

There is something in a romantic drama
which appeals to the average tHeatre
goer. After all the most blaze man  is
only a child grown up, and a very refresh-
ing atmosphere pervades these dramatic
presentations of the days when men fought
each other at the rapier’s point rather
than with the ticker. Consequently the-
atre goers find much entertainment in the
exploits of the heroes of their childhoed,
and Gaston de Marsac, although hardly a
childhood hero, xs a quixotic character af-
ter all.

Like most of Stanley Weyman’s heroes,
Gaston runs to brawn rather than brain.
He has some good lines, but as he is him-
self termed by another character in the
play, is a man of deéds not words. He is
at once very much a soldier and consider-
able of a simpleton, but knows how to
make pretty speeches ‘when occasion re-
quires them, and can even parry the poig-
nant witticisms of Mlle De LaVire with
something approaching real skill.

There is no inspiring motive in the
play. Gascon undertakes to rescue Mile
De LaVire simply becduse he needs the
money. He does not even know who she
is when he starts on his quest, but a ra-
ther pretty love story develops as the play
pro i
For the sake of a better production the
adoptor has taken some slight liberties
with Weyman’s story, but notlung is lost
through this, and the play is fairly coher-
ent. It abounds in action and conse-
quently it is necessary that a successful
production of it must have more than the
ordinary swing and zest. In this respect
Mr. Brown’s company did well with it,
and in the hands of a less capable organ-
ization it is pitiful to think what might
have happened to it. It is moreover a
play which requires members of the com-
pany to work hard for there is a large
cast and frequent changes.

As Gaston de Marsac, Mr. Brown gave
his usual high class performance. He did
not have much opportunity for heavy
work, but he handled the part nicely and
took advantage of all his situations in
splendid style.

Miss Fields was also seen to advantage
as Mlle De LaVire and did excellent work
throughout. Mr. Bird as Henry of Nav-
arre had comparatively little to do but did
it well, while Mr. Charlton gave cvery sat-
isfaction as M DeBruhl. Mr. Fey’s Simon
Felix was a distinet feature of the produc-
tion, while Mr. Earle handled the roles of
Fresnoy and Turrenne in excellent style.
Mr. Gillespie as DeRosny and also as
Henry 111, handled the parts well, as did
also James Brown and Mr. Tennyson.
Miss DeWeale made much of Fanchette,
while Miss Wayne fulfilled all the require-
ments of Madame DeBruhl and Miss Pur-
celle was dainty and vivacious as Matur-
ine.

The scenery, accessories and costumes
were fully up to Mr. Browu’s high stand-
ard, the garden setting in the last act he-
ing particularly effective.
