The fire was first seen
by one of the students, who sounded an
alarm. Nearly 100 students weré asleep
in ‘the building, ‘in addition to several
priests, but all escaped ‘without injury
with the exception of Rev. Father Pas-
scho, who -was -trapped by flames and
smoke in his room on the second story
and was forced to jump from his win-
dow to the ground, a distance of nearly

d | twenty feet. He was picked up uncon-

scious and rushed to the Bishop’s Pal-
ace, where he is; receiving attention,
When the alarm sounded the students
leaped from bed and in their pajamas
and slippers rushed down the stairs and
out into the open. There was no evid-
ence of fear on their part and they kept
bthe best of order and as a result not
one received a scratch. The priests hur-
ried through the building making sure
that none of their boys had been trap-
ped, after which they left the structure,
which ‘by this time was wrapped in
flames. It is not known what started
the coaflagration, but it is thought ‘to
have beenn due to a defective electric
‘wire.
| The citizens of Chatham were quick-
ly roused from their slumbers and while
the fire apparatus rushed’ to the ‘scene
the citizens formed bucket brigades and
stood on the roofs of buildings situated
below the college and: as the burning
‘pleces of wood fell about they extin-
guished them with water,.thus saving
the entire place from destruction.

The Subjects of Affliation and
Back Pay and Reasons For
Cenciliation Board s Decisien

Almost the entire session of the com-
mon council in committee this morning
was taken up with consideration of the
findings of the board of conciliation on
the recent police situation. A. W. Wet-
more, chairman of the conciliation board,
appeared before the mayor and commis-

sioners and the whole report was gone’
into, discussed from various points of
view and many matters’ regarding cer-
tain sections were asked Mr., Wetmore,
who presented an admirable exposition
of the whale report. .
Mr. Wetmore’s coming before the
meeting seemed to clear the atmosphere
of a considerable amount of haziness.
The substance of the discussion was
that the city’s interests would be en-
dangered if the local Policemen’s Pro-
tective Association were allowed to be-
come - affiliated with the local Trades
and Labor Council of the city of St.
John; as there were features of the local
Trades and Labor Council which were
binding, but as regards the policemen
seeking affiliation with the Trades and
Labor Congress of Canada the unani-
mous opinion of the board was voiced
that it was all right. :
Commissioner Fisher asked Mr. Wet-
more if the city was not partly right in
dismissing the men, to which the latter
replied that a board of conciliation sug-
gested by the board of trade delegation
had been refused by the ecity.

'EVIL WORK OF
ThE SPARTACANS

Copenhagen, March 13—German gov-
ernment forces, after lively fighting,
| have succeeded in driving the Spartacans
out of the east end section of Berlin,
including Lichtenberg, according to a
Berlin despatch filed on Wednesday.

The occupation of the district, the
message states, was systematically car-
ried out by the government troops. Con-
siderable quantities of arms were cap-
tured. The losses on the government
side are declared not to have been
! heavy. The message adds that “the bes-
tial acts of cruelty by the Spartacans
‘have been fully confirmed.”

London, March 13—A Copenhagen de-
| spatch says that the nature of the fight-
iing between government troops and
Spartacan bands in the eastern suburbs
of Berlin seems to indicate that local

Spartacan groups have been formed for
“no other purpose than to plunder the
city.”

An Amsterdam telegram received here
says that on Monday a Spartacan ad-
herent was captured and in his pos-
| session were found -jewels valued at
' 800,000 marks. The message adds that
the man was executed.
