In the afternoon of his departure his Royal 
Highness, attended by Lieutenant Haig, R E, 
the Equerry in Waiting, went on shore to say 
"Good bye” to the Governor, Sir Richard 
Airey.’

The flag went up the 
halyards in a bundle, but as it reached the 
truck it “burst," and the streaming of the 
bright-coloured hunting to the breeze was the 
signal for the man-of-war to dress ships, and 
fur the first gun of another Royal salute Trot, 
the Battery on shore.

The presence of the Admiral of the Modi- 
terranean Fleet and other chances had brought 
together an unusual number of ships of war.
