ccming from the organizations. Much
secrecy was observed among them and
no cne would say when a formal meet-
ing will be held.

It became known tnat a party caucus
will be - invoked . -against the insur-
gents, and that on every occasion when
‘there are ‘differences between the Re-
publican members, the insurgents will
be made to follow the programme or
be forced outside the pale of the party.
The announcement did not disconcert
the insurgents. They were free to de-
clare that no compulsory measures
‘would avail anything' to the organiza-
tion. If the test of regularity lies in
following the “machine,” as several
termed it, they say they prefer to be
irregular, :

The . joint Republican caucus on
Wednesday night is not expected to
bring affairs to -a focus, as it is, not
thought anything will be. considered
there except the election of a new con-
gressional committee, The first battle
will occur, it is believed, over the se-
lection of the-. committee by . tho
house to investigate the - Ballinger-
: Pinchot imbroglio, which -is. several
agays in'the future. The house Repub-
‘licans .doubtless. will hold a caucus to
hame a committee and map out a pro-
gramme, and here the insurgents will,
it 2is predicted, - fish. or cut bait. A
dozen insilirgehts “said privately' that
théy would not--attend any caucus
where they knew there was a pre-
arranged plan to discredit them.

Representative Underwood, speaking
for the Democrats of the house, said
the minority would probably hold a
caucus also on the Ballinger-Pinchot
inquisition. There is a prospect of a
joint Democratic and insurgent Repub-
lican committee being named to oppose
the committee of the regular Repub-
licans, which would bring a test battie
on the floor.

“No. Everything Cahada could get
cheaper from there :she bought in the
United. States. She did not‘pay more
because things came from Great Brit-
ain. She would be a fool! if she did.
(Cheers.)

The resounces of the state weére to be
applied by the Liberals to lifting the

Premier’s Manifesto.

Parliament having been formally dis-
solved, Prime Minister Asquith last
night issued an election address to his
East Fife electors. It igmores all side
issues raised during the campaign and
is confined strictly fo the constitu-
tional cquestions invelved.in the Lords’
rejection of the budget. In: defence of
the budget, the premier says:

“It apportions the mnew' ‘taxes be-
tween the luxuries, superfluities and
mwonopolies, leaving the necessities of
life untouched.”” Again he says: “The
House of Lords has viclated-the con-
stitution in order to save:the cause of
tariff reform from a mortal blow.”

The premier declares that the Lords’
claim to the control of the:countrys
finances is usurpation, and the ex-
perience of the parliament just dis-
solved shows that the possession of an
unlimited veto power by a partizan
second chamber is an unsurmountable
obstacle to domestic legislation. De-
scribing how the House of Lords
places no check on legislation by a
Tory House of Commons, while a
Liberal House of Commons is impo-
tent to carry new legislation, he says:

“ItWs absurd to speak of this sys-
tem as though it secures us the ad-
vantages of a second chamber in the
sense in which that term is understood
and is practically interpreted by every
other democratic country.”

Sir Edward Grey at Edinburgh de-
clared that there never had been less
reason .to talk about war between
Great Britain and Germany than there
was to-day.

Balfour’s Opponent.

Sir Hugh Bell,- the candidate who is
opposing Mr. Balfour in the eity of
London, addressing' the Liberail eclub,
said he had known tariff reform under
many aliases, but they were all so-
rhisms, and the electors had knocked
the bottom out of them. The question
of Ireland no longer stood in the fore-
ground.
