The
resources of the Empire in men and
money must be drained, if necessary, in
order to turn the scale and vindicate the
power of Russia. The reorganization
amounts to formal notice to the world,
as the Emperor frankly explains in his
rescript, that he intends to vastly in-
crease the number of troops at the the-
atre of war in ordeér to force the struggle
to a successful issue in the shortest pos-
sible time.

It is intended to silence definitely all
talk of foreign intervention by an an-
nouncement that Rdssia means to fight
out the issue with,Japan on the field of
battle. Probably- 300,000 additional men
will be placed in the field. Fiive corps—the
Third, Fourth, Fifth, Eighth,apd Six-
teenth—are already destined for the
front, and the talk is that five more corps
will be sent forwazd.

~1t is the best opinion that Grand Duke
Nicholas . Miehaelovitch, inspector gen-
eral of eavalry, will attain the high.eom-
mand, occupying in the war with Japan
the position held by his father in the
war with Turkey.:

BY JAPANESE FLEET.

Muksden, from which the war office con-
cludes that Field Marshal Oyama has
not yet begun to press his advance from
Sinachan up the Liao river valley, indi-
cafing that there fis still further delay in
the general advance.

The Associated Press is now author-
jzed to definitely deny the statement
that the Japanese in any force have
crossed the Hun river, about 50 miles
from Mukden. There is evidence that,
the Japanese turning movement is - not
nearly so extended. The only Japanese
The only
information from Gen. KXouropatkin,
timed 3. p.m. yesterday, is to the effect
that the Japanese outposts of the rail-
road on the Shakhe river cobtinue to
throw out small detachments, but they
sre invariably met and repulsed by the
Russian ‘eavalry, which malintains close
contact along tho whole Japanese line.
Daily skirmishes are oceurring, but none
of any important character. A herd of !
cattle and a few horses have been cap-
tured by Cossacks.

According to information brought in
by Russian seouts the main Japanese
forces are still concentrated on ‘the
Yentai branch railroad, and reinforce-
ments are still crossing the Taitse river,
using two pontoons at Bensihu, five
miles due east of Yentai station.. From
the latter fact it would appear that the
preparations for the Japanese advance
are more backward than heretofore sup-
posed.

The information received at the war
office concerning the situation at Port
Arthur is not reassuring. The blockade
at last seems to be effective.

/ CONDITION IS GOOD.

Tokio, Sept. 27.—Figures just publish-
‘ed show that the financial condition of
Japan is fully satisfactory. Comparing
the end of August of the current yeat
with the corresponding date of 1903, the
note issues show an increase of only 21,-
000000 yen, of which 19,000,000 are cir-
culating in Mahchunia and Korea. The
cained meney shows a decrease of only
8,000,000 yen, while the specie reserves
have increased by 2,000,000 yen. The
Central bank returns show an increase
of loans of 15,000,000 yen, and the Asso-
ciated hank of Tokic an inercase of 18,
000,000, affording ample evidence of in-
dustrial and commercial activity. The
clearing house returns show an increase
of48,000,000 and post office savings bank
deposits are reported to have increased
by 4.000,000, while the deposits in the
Associated banks at Tokio have in-
creased by 21,000,000. The foreign trade.
shows an increase of 20,000,000 yen dur-
ing the first eight months of the year.
The nice crop is estimated at somewhat
above the figure of normal years.

ANNUAL REPORT SHOWS
IT FXCEEDS $300,000

AT

How Business Has Grown Since Lﬁ)erpls
Came Into Power—The Ser-
vice Improved.

Ottawa, Sept. 27.—The annual report
of the post office department, which will
be published shortly, will show a sur-
plus of $304,771, after paying for the
cost of the service throughout Canada,
including. Yukon. and Atlin. In the year
1896 there was a loss of $781,151. This
improvement has been accomplished not-
withstanding the costly service in the
Yukon, Atlin, Athabasca and Great
Slave Lake district, and an increase of
pay to officials last year of $231,765.
There are now 961 post office savings
vanks, an increase of 206 since 1896. Ar-
rangements have been made for the pay-
ment of Canadian money orders and
Canadian postal notes in over 30,000
post offices i the United States. The
letter rate between Canada and Mexico
will be lowered onm October 1st. The
number of letters earried last year was
250,000,000, compared with 116,000,000
in 1896. There has been-an increase of
42,000 individual accounts in the post
office savings banks since 1896.
