[From the Church Guardian.)
This question of intemperance is a re­

ligious one. When the demon takes pos­
session of men our Saviour’s words well 
apply: “ This kind goeth not out but by 
Prayer and Fasting.” It must be dealt 
with as a sin, and the sinner must be 
shewn the remedy for sin, and taught to 
value the means which God has appointed 
to strengthen and restore the infirm and 
fallen. We maintain that the Church 
ought to despise no means of extending her 
legitimate work, the salvation of souls; 
and if she sees a gigantic form of sin grow­
ing up in her midst she is bound to pro­
vide against it. Now, no one denies that 
intemperance is a body and soul-destroying 
evil; no one denies its effects on the body; 
the Bible is very clear as to its future 
effect on the soul. We claim then, that 
there is a demand, in view of the increase 
of all forms of intemperance, for a special 
agency beyond the ordinary agency of her 
cervices, an agency that will bring out her 
remedial powers. We want an organi­
zation, as the Bishop of Northern Texas 
says, “ Which shall have a chnrchly 
stamp, a churcbly character, and a chnrch­
ly name; such an agency as may by sound 
advice, by solid principle, by wisely 
directed effort, and in varied ways, employ 
such means as shall he productive of the 
desired result” But the charge is re­
peatedly made, (though the answer has 
been given over and over again by Arch­
bishops and Bishops, to say nothing of 
others), that if you have a special society 
for this purpose you usurp the function of 
the Church, which is the great Temper­
ance Society. The Church it a great 
Temperance Society, and were she ideally 
pure, such a Society would not be required. 
This objection, however, would be against 
any Society at all. The Church is the 
great Missionary Society, yet we multiply 
Home and Foreign Missionary organi­
zations. The Church is bound to provide 
ministers of the glad tidings, yet how 
many societies are there to provide these? 
She is bound to provide for the Widows 
and Orphans of her clergy, yet she dele­
gates this duty to a Society. We 
hear objections raised to these, yet they 
stand on the same footing as a Temperance 
Society. A man might say with equal 
truth that these Societies are usurping the 
functions of the Church in practice, unless 
our whole system Mere revolutionized, 
and all our people become perfect in duty 
and practice. If this were a millennial 
period, and there were no tares with the 
wheat, it might be done. But it is absurd 
to think that the Chnrch in this work can 
do her full duty without having resort to 
special organizations in order to carry on 
departments of her work. Let the Church 
then; as a Church, wisely and boldly take 
hold of this question. Let whatever or­
ganization she has, while not ignoring ap­
proved moral andyrtitcllectual and legisla­
tive helps, be distinctly a religious work, 
instructim^tfiose who are pledged as to 
their Christian duty, and'the right use of 
the means of grace, by which alone they 
may hope to cast out the demon which is 
destroying them, and be enabled to pre­

god ly and sober living. We be­
lieve, in this way, that the Chnrch would 
occupy her proper position, and exercise a 
powerful influence m checking this special

miles from Newcastle, situate mi the 
South West branch of the Miremiohi 
River. At that time there was no regular 
religions service held with the people of 
the place, no prayer and conf 
ing, no Ssbatn school. Sinee that ties 
we have hod regular preaching there eed 
Uod hoe blessed our efforts to do good.
We no w hare a weekly prayer meeting oad 
splendid Sabbath school orgaaised, with 
hopeful prospecta. All these services 
were held in a large school house, as there 
was no other place suitable, in th 
mnnity, to hold meetings in. This school 
house is unfinished inside, that is, it is not 
desked properly nor seated, only with rude 
benches so there was nothing to be dis­
placed or damaged in the least by the eon- 
gregation. The Trustees of this school 
ana house, two of them, with ж very few 
others, being opposed to Baptist preachteg 
and by the aid of the Inspector of sCheeir — 
for this district, have succeeded in efBec* 
toally closing the door against as, in eoa- 
sequence of which we are obliged to sus­
pend Sabbath operations and to preach se 
best we can in the small rooms of dwelling 
houses till we can do better. Our congre­
gations are large for the place and ore in­
creasing and everything was marching on 
in good order and with encouraging pro­
specta. This waa too much for thoee who 
hate the truth, so a little of tbe old time 
spirit has manifested itself in closing а 
door that had previously been opened to 
admit hnmb]p worshippers; but we take 
comfort out of the wonts of Christ, onr 
Master, who has said " Blessed are ye 
when men shall prosecute you and вЬаІІ 
aay all manner of evil against you, falsely 
for my name sake.”

What we intend to do now is to build » 
commodious little church in the name of 
the Baptist denomination. The people 
have already commenced the , work. 
Brother Joseph Amos gives the land and 
by the aid of friends in this county who 
sympathize with us in our trouble, we 
shall erect a building fit to worship in for 
a few months till we can finish it That 
is we shall put up the shell, finish it as far 
as we can outside immediately, lay a floor 
and put in a large stove, which we hope 
will enable us to hold service in for a time.
The people here are all poor, and few of 
them, but they are doing nobly; 
friends are helping also, but we ehaU need 
the aid of our brethem elsewhere. Come 
over and help ns. Give us your sympathy, 
send ua aU the money you can, that we 
may have a respectable place of worship in 
this community, where God is working and 
blessing the people. We are determined 
by the grace of God not to give it up till 
we see a Baptist meeting house in this 
place and a Baptist church organized. 
Pray for ns. Friends who wish to help us 
may address me and whatever is contri­
buted and received shall be dnly acknow­
ledged.

Newcastle, Miramichi.
The above bears its own condemnation 

on its face and I do not wonder that the 
rev. gentleman feels uneasy over my cor­
recting his misstatements. He ought to 
be sorry for sending such misrepresen­
tations of Derby abroad in a paper which 
does not circulate to any extent here- 
being denominational—having, I think, 
but one subscriber in Derby. Now, I do 
not propose to go over the whole of Mr. 
Munro’e letter published in your last issue, 
but will take a few specimen statements 
by which nearly all the others may be 
judged.

His ideas of cleanliness, which the good 
Book says is next to godliness, may be 
inferred from bis assertion that he held

services in the School House only eight or 
ten evenings, and he states this as a con­
tradiction of my assertion that they foaled 
the School house. Perhaps Mr. Мццго 
will let us know how many Baptist meet­
ings it takes to render a small school house 
sufficiently fouled to need cleaning. An­
other statement of Mr. Munro’e is that 
when the lock was broken a Trustee and 
the Secretary were present and consented 
to it being done. The only Trustee pre­
sent was Mr. Eldred Robinson who in­
forms me that he did not consent to the 
breaking of the lock or the opening of the * 
School house, in any way.

Mr. Munro says that the “ Christian 
people of the community ” provided wood 
for both the school and the meetings 
without it costing the district a cent, and 
that Mr. Newman told him he hauled а 
cord more “ which ran into the second 
year.” The facts are that at a school dis­
trict meeting the ratepayers—Christians 
and pagans—determined to save them­
selves from the taxation necessary to pro­
vide wood tor the school by each hauling 
a certain quantity. A man was paid $6 
out of the school funds for cutting and 
splitting this wood. It happened that 
Mr. Newman did not haul his quantity 
the same as other ratepayers until the 
following fall and the district had to pay 
extra for cutting and splitting what Mr. 
Newman hauled—not for the meetings, 
but for the school. So much for what 
looks very much like a quibble. The 
fact is Mr. Munro the “ persecuted ”— 
and his congregation burned the wood 
that was procured for the school for the 
cutting of which the trustees paid and the 
congregation did not pay a cent.

Mr. Munro tries to wriggle out of his 
mistatement that the new Baptist Meet­
ing House was being erected on land 
given by Mr. Joseph Amos by saying

Before I wrote the article in the Vieitor 
of October 29th, it was understood that 
Mr. Joseph Amos would give the land to 
build upon ; after the article referred to 
appeared there was a change made. 
However it is built on the same lot, only 
on the side owned by Mr. Russell, the 
son-in-law of Mr. Joseph Amos, so, Mr. 
editor, you see that the incorrect asser­
tion was not intended. It was true ac­
cording to the first arrangement.

The above is intended to make people 
think that it was “ all in the family,” any­
how. The fact is, however, that Mr. 
RnsseU’s land did not come to him through 
Mr. Amos, nor did he buy it from the 
same person Mr. Amos bought his from. 
The “same lot’’ story wont do, Mr. 
Munro.

One statement more of Mr. Munro’s and 
I am done—he lays:

A boy was engaged to open the door and 
make fires when needed for worship, but 
on two occasions he failed to do hie duty, 
etc..

The boy referred to was William Murphy, 
the lad who was paid by the Trustees to 
make fires etc. It may be presumptuous 
to ^mtradict a clergyman, but, ae Mr. 
Muuro says, '* the truth must be defended 
under any circumstances.” Here is what 
the boy says about it:—

I hereby state that I was never engaged 
by any religious body to light the tires in, 
or take care of the School in District No. 
Ц Derby. I never was paid for any ser­
vices connected with said school except by 
the the Trustees.

Now it will be in order for Mr. Munro
Wm. Murphy.

to explain how he has been led into the 
misstatements of which I have convicted 
him and to apologise to the people of 
Derby for misrepresenting them. He may 
call me names if it pie 
and say I am malicious, but those who are 
disposed to judge without prejudice can­
not sympathise with a man whose zeal
