Dr. Mackay One of Shackleton
Party to the South Pole Ar-
rives in Montreal—Leaves
at Once for Esquimault.

Mpntreal, May 7.—Dr. A. Forbec
Mackay, who was one of the medical
men attached to the expedition to the
South Pole regions which won Sir Ern-
est Shackléton his knighthood, was a
passenger by the Allan Liner Gram-
pian, which arrived here from Glas-
gow this evening. Dr. Mackay stated
that he had come out to join the
Swedish explorer Steffanson: in his ex-
pedition to the far north, and expect-
ed to be absent for frgm three and a
half years to four before returning to
civilization. Dr. Mackay had received
a letter from J, G. Desbarats, of the
Marine and Fisheries Department, at
Quebec, asking him to come at once
to Ottawa In order to organize the
victnaling and other details connéct-
ed with the voyage of Steflanson’s
#hip, the Karluk.

The delay which the Grampian in
common with many other ships experi-
eiced owing to adverse weather con-
ditions, has left Dr. Mackay very
litile time to assist in the necessary
organization work at Ottawa, for he
has engaged to meet Steffanson at Es-
quimault on the 20th inst.

Ottawa, Ont. May decidedly
unusual case at law wherein the Do-
minion government is the plaintiff,
and a British Columbia judge the de-
fendant, has just been entered in the
exchequer court. The action is taken
against Judge W. H. P. Clement of
the Supreme Court of British Colum-
bia and is based upon an allegation
of false representations by him as to
travelling expenses. The amount
sought to be recovered is $4,290.

The statement of claim says in
part: “The said defendant in appli-
cations and certificates (re travelling
expenses), falsely and fraudulently
stated and represented that his resi-
dence from August 1907 to March
1910 was at Grand Forks, whereas
the fact was, and is, that the said
defendant during the said period re-
sided in' the city of Vancouver.”

When all the clauses have been be-
fore the committee notice will be giv-
en that the debate on those which
have not been adopted will terminate
within twenty-four hours; twenty min-
ute speeches will be the rule of pro-
ceeding and the several amendments
and clauses will be voted upon in due
course. It is expected that the voting
in committee will take place either
on Friday or early next week.

Shortly after one o'tlock, Premier
Borden moved that further considera-
tion of the third clause be postponed.
This motion was not debatable. In
order to make way for a discussion,
Mr. Pugsley moved the previous ques-
tion—a debatable motion. Deputy
Speaker Blondin ruled this previous
question out of order in such a mo-
tien, whereupon Mr. Pugsley appealed
to the House, which sustained the
Jruling on division,

The vote to sustain the ruling stood
84 to 39, a majority of 45.

The Prime Minister's motion on
clause three then carried without div-
sion and the House adjourned.

The same course will be adopted
with clauses four and five tomorrow.

Before the discussion of the Naval
Aid Bill was resumed, the Prime Min-
ister's motion providing for the meet-
ing of the House at 11 a, m., on and
after Monday next, was adopted.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier thought the time
had not come to hurry the business of
the session because the Budget Speech !
