When the estimates of the naval de-
partment were reached, Mr.A.K. Mac-
Lean, Halifax, was on his feet at
once.

There
was no ship in the service, the Rain-
bow being out of active service and
the Niobe tied to a dock at Halifax.

actually increasing expenditures in
this department. This was fooling
and trfling with the public and wast
ing public money.

Hon. J. D. Hazen sald that Mr. Mac-
Lean was wrong in saying that the
appropriation for the naval service
was increasing. Only the smaller part
of this vote was for the navy, $31,607,
while the balance $76,490 was for
wireless service, the tidal serveys and
all the other work that was included
in this department.

There were 150 men on
the Niobe, employed for a certain
number of years and a like number on
the Rainbow. The Marine and Fish-
eries Department ‘dealt with a greater
number of subjects than any other,
and the naval service branch dis-
charged so many of these duties that
to abolish the naval service tomorrow
would make little difference to the
expenditure. The MNiobe and Rain-
bow, he said, were now in a better
state of repair than they had been
under the late government. It was
very doubtful if the Rainbow could
be - disposed of at any price, or the
Niobe either.

Hon. Frank Oliver again asked what
the policy of the government with re-
gard to the navy would he.

To the question, the Minister of Ma-
rine replied that the question was im-
proper, inasmuch as Mr. Borden had
already declared that before a per-
manent naval policy had been embark-
ed on the house would be advised
and the people given a chance to re-
cord their decision.

Dr. Michael Clark suggested that the

Captain Johnson of the Monroe and
all his officers got away from the
sinking vessel and were rescued. All
the officers and the crew of both the
Monroe and the Nantucket were neld
here tonight to await an investiga-
tion of the catastrophe, which will be
begun immediately by the Federal
Steamboat Inspection Service.

The Monroe careened and turned
turtle within ten or twelve minutes
after the impact. As she turned on her
side some of the passengers and crew
crawled over on the upper side of the
vesel and walked on this until finally
washed off as the steamer turned
down side up and then went to the bot-
tom.
