The four Germans who were cap-
tured at Chance Harbor; yesterday
morning, were brought to the city and
turned over to the police. They will
be detamed until a guard arrives from
Ambherst tc take them back to the de-
tention carup at that maco.

The Germans, it will be remember-
ed, escaped from the detentien camp
at Amherst on Friday last and were
captured yesterday morning in an
oren boat in the Bay of Fundy, off
Point Lepreaux. It is thought that
they had cruised along the coast from
the head of the Bay, near the Isthumus
of Chigncto. They seemed to be well
clad and when asked if they were
hungry, replied they did not want any-
thing to eat, although the boat did not
contain any stock of provisions.

They were apparently trying to get
to the United States in the boat, which
was a small white row boat with a red
streak. They had a tree strapped up
for a mast and had a large rudder
which did not fit the boat properly.

There was a very heavy fog in the
bay yesterday morning. About 8.30
the boat put intp Chance Harbor but
did not stay long, getting along as far
as Lepreaux, where they were seen
by the lighthouse keeper, Wilson Sni-
der, who telephoned to J. C, Chesley,
agent of the Marine and Fisheries
Department here. He was instructed
to keep a lookout for them. Com-
munication was made with Chance
Harbor and a big power boat put out
from there and the men were taken
into custody.
