Toronto, Oct. 7-—Addressing the
members of the Board of Trade here
today Hon, W. T. White, minister of
finance, dealt with several matters of

interest to the financial and commer-
cial community which had arisen
Bince the outbreak of the war.

He said that upon the declaration
sof war Canada was confronted with
many serious problems. We had been
& borrowing community, our loans,
principally raised in London, aggre-
gating $200,000,000 for the six months
{mmediately preceding the war, or at
the rate of over a million dollars a
day. On account largely of this bor-
frowing for construction purposes with-
in the Dominion the balance of trade
was heavily against us.

Upon the outbreak of war our bor-
gowings had been automatically cut

for mieny mogihs, and Canada
r:md herself with millions of short-
date securities » (turing, due abroad
and heavy liabilh ks at home, which
it had been the intention to liquidate
by the sale of further securities.
Trade was paralyzed. Several things
had to be immediately dealt with.
Panic had to be guarded against. Our
gold reserves had to be maintained.
Everything possible had to be done to
promote trade and minimize unem-
ployment due to dislocation of busi-
ness. And above all, Canada had to
come forward and do her share in
providing men and raising money for
the defense of the Empire. To the
government the last was of para-
mount importance. No matter what
interest suffered it was felt that war
was our first business until triumphant
success crowned our cause. Panic
had been allayed by measures taken
the day war was declared. There had
been no sign of it since in Canada.

Growing Richer Despite War

“Nationally we are growing richer,
notwithstanding the war,” said the
minister, “and in time will be able to
finance most of our war expenditure,
and later our domestic enterprises,
for which in the past we borrowed so
heavily abroad. Canada's strength
lies in hér natural resources.” The
glogan which he would give the coun-
try was, still is and indeed should be
for all time, “production, production
and again production.” What was a
lew millions of annual interest on war

‘xpendlture. as against the hundreds
of millions of possible annual increase
in production he asked.

There had been a period of severe
islocation after the outbreak of war
e said. During this period the gov
ernment had felt that it would be dis-
astroug to abruptly close down public
works construction and add to the un-
employment. Now that confidence
and prosperity are returning, and the
war expenditure and war orders in
Canada are so large, a gradual reduc-
tion is being effected. There were
limits to Dominion borrowings, and it
was absolutely necessary that the
public credit should be preserved. It
was vital to the well-being of the
nation now and for the future. This
statement referred only to civil ex
penditures. So far as concerned the
war there could be no talk of financial
prudence. The life and liberties of
the nation were at stake, and no con-
‘giderations of self must stand im the
way of the most vigorous prosecution
of which we are capable. To that
end the people would patiently bear
whatever financial burdens it was
necessary to impose upon them.

Dominion Not Neglecting
Men Who Were Wounded
Fighting Empire’s Fight

Convalescent Homes have been opened, and stcuring
of employment is being considered by Commission
appointed by the Government.

Ottawa, Oct. 7—The commission of
which Senator Lougheed is chairman
having charge of military hospitals
and convalescent homes in, Canada,
has convalescent homes now opened
with accommodation sufficient for 600
men. Only a few men have beew re-
ceived from the other side as yet, and
probably only 200 or 300 will arrive
before next spring, since the wound-
ed are cared for in hospitals and con-
valéscent homes in England and
France until they are able to return
to service. When the war is over a
large pumber will come to the conval-
escent homes here. Complaints how-
ever that have been made that.noth-
ing i being dome for some of the
wounded who return to Canada are
entirely without foundation. All the
men need do is to present themselves
in order to secure the privileges that
have been provided.

The question of employment for re-
turning soldlers is also being taken up
by the commission. About 2,000 men
who have been incapacitated and dis-
charged are expected to return to Can-
ada in the next six months and the
numbers will go on increasing after
that. The matter will be taken up
with all the provinces. Some have
already agreed to cooperate. The
matter of re-education and technical
training to be undertaken by the prov-
inces with Dominion aid will be taken
up soon and a definite comprehensive
scheme decided upon. The Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association has ex-
pressed a willingness to co-operate in
gecuring employment for these return-
ing soldiers. The men who are being
gent back mow are examined By a
medical board at Quebec and sent to

a hospital or corvalescent home in
one of the various military districts.
Someﬂmes a man gets past the board
in his desire to go home and it is from
these that complaints have come, Con-

valescent homes have been opened
already at Sydney, Quebec, Montreal,
Kingston, -Toronto, Hamilton, Winni-
peg and Calgary und others will soon
be opened at London and Victoria.
Arnnge_ments are made to take over
the immigration hospital at Quebec
as a hospital and distributing centre.
At Calgary a large and modern new
hotel is secured free of rent. It will
accommodate 150 men, or all that Al
berta will have. At Esquimalt the old
naval hospital, with a capaecity for 150
is being opened. Canadian soldiers
who have been blinded are being car-
ed for and trained at the Pearson In-
stitute in London, Eng. In the whole
150,000 of Canadians under arms there
are only 300 tubercular cases. Those
coming back are placed in sanitaria
at rate of about $10 a8 week, paid by
the commission. Fully npinety per
cent. of the men now returning are
not eligible for the. convalescent
homes. The men who are discharged
at Quebec get three months’ pay and
$1.85 subsistence allowance, while the
pension board is taking up their cases.
As for those going to a convalescent
home their military pay is continued.

London, Oct, 7.—Reuters’ correspon-
dent at Amsterdam sends the follow-
ing, gleaned from German newspaper
comment on the developments in the
Balkans:

“The dramatic situation in Greece
is widely, but for the most part cau-
tiously, commented upon by the Ger-
man press. Theodore Wolf, in the
Tageblat, declares it to be the heaviest
blow that could have been given the
policy of the Entente Powers, and that
it confronts them with an extraordin-
ary danger. Herr Wolf considers King
Constantine's action somewhat daring,
but he argues that a revolutionary
movement in Greece is improbable, as
the army is devoted to the king.

“The same doubt is raised by the
Frankfurter Zeitung, which asks which
is the stronger, the king or Venizelos.
It considers it conceivable that, as
was the case in Italy, external com-
pulsion through street demonstrations
in Athens might cause a reversion to
policy ‘of the parliamentary majority,
but only if M. Venizelos places him-
self at the head of a movement against
the king would it, in the opinion of
this newspaper, have a chance of suc-
cess, ‘Germany will gladly greet
Greek neutrality,’ concludes the Frank-
furter Zeitung. ‘But if Greece does not
remain neutral we and our friends are
ready.’”

SERBIA BEGUN.

London, Oct. 7.—An official despatch reached London

today stating that the Austro-

German armies concentrated

against Serbia comprise a total of 440,000 men.

Parls, Oct. 7.—The official com-
munication issued by the war office
tonight records the continuation of
the artillery actions in Artois and on
the Lorraine front. At various points
the Germans delivered strong coun-
ter-attacks, but were driven back.

The text of the statement follows:

“A violent bombardment by both
sides has occurred in the environs of
Nieuport and in the sector of Het-Sas-
Steenstraete.

“Artillery activity continues on all
sides in Artois. We made slight pro-
gress to the south of Thelus, near the
road from Arras to Lille.

“A sudden attack, attempted by the
enemy on one of our advance po-
sitions near Pop!ncourt, to the south
of Roye, was completely stopped,

“On the Aisne our batteries caused
by their fire two very violent explo-
8ions in the enemy lines in the region
of Juvincourt, and set fire to the
tion at Guingicourt.

“In Champagne the Germans, dur-
ing the course of the day, delivered
two counter-attacks against our po-
sitions to the west of the Navarian
farm. They were both repulsed. The
enemy suffered heavy losses

“Engagements with bombs and
grenades took plage in the Argoune at
La Fille Morte and Haute Chevauchee.

“The enemy directed, on different
points of the Lorraine front, especial-
ly near Arracourt, to the north of
Reillon and to the northeast of Badon-
viller, a strong cannonade, to. which
we replied effectively.

“In the Vosges we dispersed a
strong German reconnaissance which
had started to attack one of our posts
to the east of Sondernach. :

“One of our aeroplanes shot down,
this afternoon, in Champagne, a Ger-
man captive balloon which fell in
flames within the enemy’s lines.”

London, Oct. 7.—On the eastern
front the German offensive against
Dvinsk is at last making some head-
way. The German official communi-
cation says that Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg has penetrated the Rus-
sian lines over a front of about three
miles. Throughout the centre the
Russians are still on the offensive.

Champagne, the country over which
the French made their big gains late
in September, is still the main district
of contention in the west. The reports
are so contradictory, however, that it
is difficult to ascertain what is actual-
ly happening. The Germans admit
that the French have made slight pro-
gress, but, on the whole, claim to have
repulsed the Allied general offensive.
On the other hand, the French declare
that /it 18 a German offensive which
has been repulsed.

As the result of a month’s minor ac-
tions in Gallipoii, Gen. Sir Hamilton
reports the British have gained three

sta-

hundred yards on a front of four miles
at Suvia Bay.

The long-threateneq Austro-German
oftensive in the Balkans, with the ad-
ded menace of Bulgaria, has begun in
earnest. Almost simultaneously with
the rupture of diplomatic relations
between Sofia and the Entente Powers
an Austro-German army, estimated at
400,000 men, with an enormous weight
of heavy artillery, started to attac’
Serbia from the north and west, and
according to the Berlin official reperts,
crossed the Drina, Danube anq Save
rivers at many points and firmly es-
tablished itself on the Serbian side.

The Anglo-French troops, which
were landed at Saloniki with the tacit
consent of the Greek government, are
being hurried northward to assist Ser-
bia and, if possible, keep the Bul-
garians from capturing the Saloniki-
Nish railway, the only source by which
the Serbians can be fed with munitions
of war.

The hoped-for support from Greece
has not been forthcoming, King Con-
stantine, by the dismissal of Premier
Venizezlos, having shown that, whila
his country sympathizes with the
cause of the allies, he is not prepared
to go against the Central Powers, or
to fulfill the oblizations of the Greceo-
Serbian treaty of alliance, which pro-
vides that one ally must go to the
assistance of the other in the case of
attack. A new Greek cabinet, com-
posed of men of pro-German and pro-
Ally sympathies, has been appointed,
and the expectation now is that unless
public opinion forces the hand of the
government and insists on action on
the side of the allies, Greece will re-
main neutral. It is hardly conceive
able to the Entente diplomats that
Greece will go over to the Central
Powers, for, they point out Bulgaria
is known to covet some of her terri-
tory, and the treatment of Greek na-
tionals in Turkey makes it virtyally
impossible for her to become the ally

of that country. ~/
e'itrality.

As in Greece, public opinion in Bul-
garia is not entirely unanimous in
support of King Ferdinand, and re-
ports indicate that the Bulgarian
mobilization is not being carried out
without difficulty. The King and Pre-
mier Radoslavoff, however, have final-
ly thrown -in their’lot with Austria,
Germany and Turkey, having, after
consultation with the ministers of
those countries, rejected the demands
of Russia for the dismissal of the
Austro-German officers, who, it is al-
leged, have been engaged to command
the Bulgarian army. Bulgaria, in
fact, denied .the presence of such
officers, and the Russian, British,
either left or are leaving Sofia. Italy
has taken action also by giving the
Bulgarian minister at Rome his pass.
