Speaking yesterday 
of the progress of prohibition in Que 
bec province he said that already nine 
ty-two per cent, of the municipalities 
in that province are now under the 
prohibition law and by May 1st, 1919, 
that province will be completely dry.
By population sixty-five per- cent, of 
the province is now under prohibition.

In addition to his work in the inter­
ests of prohibition Mr. Roberts lias 
also kept a watchful eye upon the 
quality of Montreal’s amusements. Not 
long ago he caused the arrest of an 
entire burlesque company' at the The­
atre Royal. Montreal, and carrying the 
case to the courts, had them convicted 
of participating in an obscene perfor­
mance. He has also prosecuted and 
convicted numerous vendors of ob 
scene literature.

Vaftada Food department, Ottawa, to 
The Standard last evening.

Mr. Sawyer is In the city for a day 
or two on official business and Is en­
deavoring to assist the fish handlers 
of St. John and the other Canadian 
fishing districts in further developing 
their trade. Hitherto, said Mr. Saw­
yer, most of the fish put up here have 
been either hard salted or hard dried 
to suit the West Indian markets, hut 
this style is hardly suitable for United 
States trade.

The shipment of fish just now to the 
West Indies, Spain, Italy or Greece 
Is handicapped by lack of tonnage.
The question now la how best can 
fish be put up to suit the trade now 
readily available. The department 
of Marine and Fisheries recently is­
sued a bulletin telling how to Scotch 
cure herring and gaspereaux, but 
some of the firms continue to drift 
along to the same old way.

The Maritime Fish Corporation is 
now putting up canned chicken hali­
but This Is a splendid way to handle 
small fish, continued Mr Sawyer, but 
the fish section of the food board does 
not recommend the use of tin when 
anything else is available, as the tin 
plate situation is none too promising.
Salmon will be tinned this year, as 
usual, as salmon la an army ration 
toi the United States. The British 
fmumbla salmon packers, who tnm 
owl. 1.600,008 cases, have a supply of 
tin-plate for the season. The total 
salmon pack In the two countries an­
nually la between 10,000,000 and 
11,000,000 cases, of which 6.000.000
