The Spring Hill Coal Mining Property.

A good deal of attention has been direct-

It is said that it will
not take a great deal of money to put the
mines in such a shape that 1,000 tons a day
can be raised and 60 per cent profit realiz—
vd on the investment.

By September,—as a telegram a few
days ago from Mr. Schrieber, C: E., on the
Inter—Colonial Railway announced,—the
Railway will Dbe ready for open-
ing, all the way from Amherst to

be within three and a half «r four miles
of railway transportation 8&4afge markets.
The Branch to the Mine will be built
almost immediately. Mr. Nathan Smart,
who built the St. Stephen Braoch, went
over the ground with Me. Sharp on Thurs-
day, and believes it can be cheaply graded,
the .heaviest grades being only 42
feet or three feet less than some
grades on the railway between
St. John and Sussex. Mr. Swart will un-i
dertake to grade the Branch in six weeks,
and it is understood the Dominion Govern-
ment will, as in similar cases, supply the
rails and operate the road for the sake of
the traffic. Altogether we know ol no
more hopeful enterprise or form ef invest

ment now before the public, and we should
like to see St. John capitalists taking an
interest in the works, if only that they
might contribute: towards keeping the
price of conl at & reasonable figure in this
city during the winter months.

The Elephant Romeo Under the
Knife—Tunnelling his Flesh with
Fifty Red=hot Crowbars—The Ani=
mal Quivering with Pain.

The most colossal surgical operation ever
performed upon a living creature was wit
nessed by a select few in this city on Taes-
day, June 4. The clephant Romeo, of
Forepaugh’s menagerie and circus, was
the sabject. 1t appears that at the open
ing of the present season Romeo was more
than usually intractable, and was accord
ingly chained up. He tugged at the chains
until they entered deeper and deeper into
his flesh, and the wounds afterward fes
tered and inflamed so that he could scarce
ly walk. Having two weeks to stay in
Chicago, Mr, Forepaugh determined to
place Romeo in the hands of a surgeon.
With this purpose in view he called on Dr.
H. W. Biyd. Professor of Surgery and
Anatomy of the Chicago ‘Medical College.
who has had some experience in elephan-
tine surgery, having dissected two or three
of these monsters, and who is now enzaged
in setting up the great carcass of the fa
mous Hannibal in the maseam of the col-
lega. The Professor consented, and, ac
companted by Mr R. J. Withers, veteri
nary surgeon, made his appearance at the
menagerie.

THE SURGEONS BEGINNING THEIR WORK.

Having got Romeo .in proper position,
the surgeons opened their tool chest, and
lighting a brisk fire in a furnace secur
for the occasion, rolled up their sleeves and
literally ** weot in.”” One of the Fore-
paugh brothors, who has charg® of the ele
phants, ploced himself in front of Romeo
with a pitehfork ; a nitble darkey, an as
sistant keeper, took charge. of his trunk
by attaching several hand-pikes to it ; Dr
Withers knelt before his victim, and io
another moment several pounds of elephant
steak were severed from the mass. Simul-
taneously a low rumbling like distant
thander vibrated through the tent, bring-
ing every animal'in the menagerie to the
chorus, and for a minute or two it seemed
as if all the elephants had broken loose i
Pandemonium. R(meo was the first to re
cover his presence, being assisted in his
task by many well-directed and pointed
arguments.

The next thrust brought only a quiver
over the huge carcass, and after thas, dur
iog three mortal hours of terrible pain, the
aviml displayed only the noblest qualities
of fortitude. ~The surroundings of the ani
mal soon presented the appearance of an
ill-ordered slaughter house.

TUNNELLING A MOUNTAIN OF FLESH.

Again and again, under the direction of
Proi. Boyd, Dr Withers cut, gouged, tun-
nelled. and chiselled into the poor beast,
each time cuttingawayor digging out a
pound or two of putrid flesh, and each
time the knife or other tool was withdrawn
the blocd flowed copiously after it. Like
a practised miner. the Doctor only pros
pected for awhile, feeling his way to the
crevices. Soon he laid bare a member, and
then entered upon a task that sickened
the sfoutest sawbones present. Having ex
posed the séats of eorruption he be?n to
scoop them-out, bringing handful alter.
handfal to the surface. Tunnelling bi~
way along by meansof scrapersand chisels,
his arm would enter the animal’s leg to
the elbow, until the sound flesh was reach-
ed It wasnot loag before the explorer
‘discovered that what sound bone or flesh
there was in Romeo's forelegs wasn’t
worth spesking nbout, and the only won
der was that the animal was alive and able
to stand on his legs.

The first batch of emigrants from Ben-
mark arrived herec on Saturday mght.
Captain Haller, who was sent to Europe
last winter to induce emigration to this
country, came with them. Hesays he had
great difficulty at first, as there were no
Danes out here to report as to the state ol
the country. All the emigration heretofore
has been to the United States. The agents
of the different United States Land Com-
padies and the different State agents are
spread all over Europe,and arc unremit-
ting in their labors, making it difficalt to
wedge in the merits ol a new country. The
Danes were more afraid of Indians than
anything else (the braves in the domains of
the Hon. G. W. White will have to wash
off their war paint:) and the Captain
thinks that when the lot he brought out
report home the state of aflairs here, more
will come. Hebrought six families, num-
bering thirty-one persons, this trip.and all
paid their own passagp out. The fare from
Copenhagen to Hull, thenee to Liverpool,
and from Liverpoo! to St. John via Hali-
fax, was thirty-three dollars. Emigrants
have their passages paid to Queensland,
Nebraska, and Brazil, Captain Haller is
quite satisfied that he could procure any
number of first-class emigrants to.come out
to this country, it their way was paid out.
