A BRIDGE pISASTER.

e

Detai’'s of the Aceident — Activity
among the Railway Officials.

[From the Bangor Commerci: 1]

Just before the time for the departure
from this city of the night train for St.
John, on Saturday evening, word was re-
ceived at the European & North Amer}-
can headquarters that the ‘Milford bridge
had been blown over and an engine,
which had afterward attempted to cross
the bridge, had fallen into the chasm.

Supt. Angell and other officials of the

| railway immediately proceeded to 0ld-

town. 1t was there ascertdined that en-
gine No. 7 had plunged with its tender
into the river on the Milford bridge, and
i engineer George A. McClellan had
probably been killed.

The details are given below by our Old-
town yreporter:

«In the heavy gale and thunder storm
of Saturday, the E. & N. Railway bridge
connecting Oldtown with Milford, was
blown off its piers, leaving the shore span
on the Oldtown side the only portion left
standing. Just before the bridge fell,
George H. McLellan, engineer, with four
other employes of the road, Eugene F.
Elder, baggage master, on conductor
Lunt’s short train; James M. Elder his
brother, who was brakeman on the same
train, J. E. Stafford and Josiah Michaud
had left the depot at Oldtown to go to
Milford, for the purpose of wooding up,
and reached the shore span of the bridge
just as the second section gave way.

The engine was going about the rate
of 15 miles an hour. The wind was blow-
ing a perfect hucricane, filling the air
with clouds of sa»d and myriads of
leaves, with the darkness so intense that
it rendered sight to those on b im-
possible, until they were hurled off the
end of the track, burying the engine in
twelve feet of-water with the tender rest-
ing on her side and confining McLellan,
who was under water, fast to the wreck.

As the engine pitched, Stafford leaped
from it and landed in the water among
the stringers and debris which bloc’zed
the nver from shore to shore ;and quicks
ly sinking he fortunately worked through
the entire jam and coming up to the sur-
face beloy the timbes was assisted to
the shore: but not without injuries. For-
getting his wounds upoz reaching the
shore, he hastily clambered up the bank
and made 211 haste i1 reaching Milford
over the toll bridge which crosses a few
rods below, warning the pcople to watch
closely and prevent & similar accident
occurring on that side.

Eugene Elder was thrown from the en-
gine and was also badly injured, but he
managed to extricate himself just in time
to prevent his brother from sharing Mc-
Lellan’s fate. They were both led home
where their wounds, which are of a very
serious nature, particularly James, whose
left arm is badly bruised, together with
internal injuries the extent of which is
not known, were quickly dressed, and it
is thought that they will recover.

Joseph Michaud, who, we learn, was
not an employe, also escaped death, with
a superhuman effort he managed fo free
himsel? and reach the shore, with slight
injuries.

Nor had the crowd, which by this time
had assembled, remainedidle. Each man
was doing his utmost to. find McLellan
who was known to be beneath the ruins;
and anxiously did they work until night
closed in on the solemn scene, without
their being rewarded by the discovery of
his body. The search was renewed early
the next morning and con.inued up to 11
o’clock Sunday 8. m., when he was found
by one of the Government divers from
Bangor, after making three fruitless at-
tempts. :

McLellan was a kind hearted and affec-
tionate 7ather, and a competent and faith-
ful empioye, having been one of the first
Engineers on the E. &N. A. Ry., he leavis
a wife and three children. - He was alsoa
member of the Star in the East Lodge of
Fres Masons, under the ceremonies of
which order he was buried this a:.ernoon.

The loss of this bridge will be quickly
sepaired. Supt.Angell with characteristic
energy had Sunday morning before day-

Lastnight half of the old bridge had
been got out of the water.
