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October of each year. Applications may be made to the 
1 Registrar of the Faculty till the evening of the day before 

the Examination. *
Graduates or Matriculates in any recognized .University 

in her Majesty’s Dominions are not required to pass the 
Matriculation Examination.

The certificate of having passed the Matriculation Ex­
amination recognized by the College of Physicians and 
Surgeons of Ontario or Quebec is accepted by this University.

The High School Primary, or Junior, or Senior Leaving, 
with Latin, is also accepted as a Certificate of Matriculation.

N. B.—This examination is recognized by the Medical 
Council and Colleges of Great Britain, providing the student 
has a certificate of having passed on Natural Philosophy, 
this subject being compulsory in the Mother Country.
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
