My Lords, howeve1 bright may be the Eloquence, and
however dark the Purpofe, of that. Noble and Learned Lord,
I truft he will fail in his Attempt; and, though ftrong was
the Arm that direCted this Shaft againft the Vitals of the
‘Contftitution, though the Point was envenomed, and though
it was aimed at a mortal Part, I truft, my Lords, it w111 fall
blunted to the Ground, without endangering the Safety of the
Commonwealth, oraffecting the true Intereft of the Kingdom.

The Noble Lord has told your Lordthips, that the Bill
‘which pafled laft Scflion for eftablithing a Government in Cz-
nada, was a Bill ¢ abborrent to the Britith Co;yizz‘uz‘zm, and
“ that it ought to be re]bea/ed by tbe unanimous Voice of this
“ Houfe.” I(hall firt put his Lordfhxp in mind, That this
Bill was not made for the Meridian of England; that it was
ffamed for thc conquered Subje"’cs of France, confonant to
the Faith of Treaties, and to the Stxpulatlons agreed upon by
the Conqueror, which was part of the folemn. Paét, between.
Greczt Brzmm and France, covenanted for, and ranﬁed by,
both Nations at the Concluuon of the War : And then, my
Lords, I will goa Step further, I wdl meet the Noble Lord
on his ¢ own Ground ; and I wxll uphold to his Lordfhlp, that the
general Principles and Policy of this Camm’fz Bill were founded |
in Wifdom—that the Pr1nc1ples of it, which his. Lordﬂnp \
afﬁrms to be rcpuonant to Chn{hamty, emaned from the Gofpel;
and are copval w1th the Rchglon of our Savxour—-—that they
