13. The twenty-second and twenty-fifth Scctions of the Act
twenty-seven and twenty-cighth Victoria, ‘Chapter sixty, are
hereby repealed ; and it is cnacted that the #aid Commissioners,
at the same time that they determinz and Zix upon the amount of
the price, indemnity or compensution for cach and everythe 5
picees or parcels of ground required by the Corporation of the
said City, for purposes of improvements, shall also proceed
to assess and apportion, in such manner as to them may appear,
most rcasonable, the price or compensation, indemnity or
damnage and cost of such expropriation or improvement, in 10
