The CIAU third ranked Panda
swim team warmed up for this
weckend’s CIAU championships
by winning their first Canada
West crown since 1978.

The Pandas were led by Keltie
Byrne, who notched first place
finishes in the 200m breastroke
and the 200m and 400m individu-
al medley. She also was one of the
Panda swimmers in the 400m
freestyle relay, which finished
second.

Anne Taylor scored a-first in
the 200m butterfly, and also

finished second and third in the -

100m fly and the 400m freestyle.

The other Panda first place
finish went to Keltic Duggan. in
the 100m breastroke. Duggan also
finished sccond in the 200m, and
fourth in the 50m freestyle. She
also swam on the second place
400m freestvle relay. and the
400m medley relay team.

The Pandas left the rest of the
conference in their wake, as their
4445 points was 140 points ahead
of second place Calgary.

For their efforts, eight swim-
mers will represent the U of A at
the nationals in Vancouver this
weekend. Byrne, Duggan. Taylor.,
Debbie Gaudin, Janet Evans,
Leigh-Ann Martinson, Gail
McMeckan and Hannelore Wur-
man will try to improve on
Alberta’s fifth place finish from a
year ago.
