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The thirty fourth Session of this Univewsity, hoing the eleventh
under its amended _charter, will commence in the Aufumn of 1863.
The Classes in the Faculty of Arts will open on the 6th of September,
thosg in the Law Faculty, on the 2nd of November, those in the
Medical Faculty, on the 2nd of November, and those in the High
School and McGill Normal School on the 1st of September.

.. The courses of study in the University, and the distinctions which
it offers, may be summed up as follows :—

Tue Facurry oF Arts.—The complete comrse of study in Arte
extends over four Sessions, of sight months each; and includes
Classics and Mathematics, with English Literature, Logic, -
Mental and Moral Science, Natural Science, and Modern
Languages, leading to the degrees of B. A. and M. A. There
are also Honour 6ourses, Special and Partial Courses, and a
Course of practical Chemistry; and facilities are afforded for
the study of Agricultural Chemistry, for the practice of Me-
teorological observations, and for the study of Hebrew and
Oriental Literature.

Tug Facurty or Mepropve.—The complete course of study in
Medicine extends over four Sessions, of six menths each, and
leads to the degree of M. D., C. M.

Tue Facurty or Law.—The complete course in Law extends
over three Sessions, of six months each, and leads to the de-
grees of B. C.L.and D. C. L,
