Two great objects are presented to our contem­
plation by the prophecies and testimonies of the 
Scriptures, which refer to the millennium : on one 
hand, the Church and its glory in Christ ; on the 
other, the Jews and the glory which they are to 
possess as a nation redeemed by Christ.

The Son 
Himself, who is the image and glory of God, will 
he their common Centre, and the Sun which will 
enlighten them both ; and although the place 
where His glory dwells in the Church he the 
heavens, where He has “set a tabernacle for the 
sun" (Ps. xix.4), the nations will walk in the light 
thereof.
