Would you advise treating potatoes in­
tended for seed, whether they show scab 
or not, with formaldehyde, and would 
you do it before or after cutting the 
potatoes ?

Ans.—If the crop was perfectly clean, 
and the potatoes have not since been in­
fected with the scab spores by contact 
with scabby tubers or vessel, which have 
contained such, there can be no object in 
treating with formaldehyde, but if the 
least sign of scab is present, it would be 
well to treat by way of precaution. The 
treatment is performed before cutting.
