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ST. JOSEPH’S CHURCH, CHATHAM, DIOCESE OF LONDON, ONT.

THE CBURCH AT CHATHAM,

We gave our readers last week a full
report of the important ceremony which
Yook place at Chatham, the flourishing
county seat of the great and populous
county of Kent, on Sunday, the 17th inat.
A great day indeed was that for Chat.
bam and for Kent—a day of joy and

peace and happiest promise. The Chat-
ham Planet says of the new structure :

“It will be pure Roman in architecture,
74 feet in width by 190 feet in length,
width of transept 110 feet, height of
towers 175 feet, with clere storey and
side roofs and 62 windows, The interior
height will be 70 feet, central nave and
two aisles, on each side of the nave will
be eleven stone columns 2 feet in diam
eter tapered, and 20 feet high with bases
and caps. Two special columns, each 2
ft. 6 in, in diameter and 28 feet high will
be placed at the sanctuary, All columns
are to be tapered and ornamented with
elegant Corinthian caps; eight large stone
columns will be placed in front of the
portico, whose dimensions will be 11 teet
by 19 feet, There will be a mamn and
two side entrances; seating capacity 1200.
The interior will be finished in a manner
quite in keeping with the magni.
ficent exterior, every attention be
ing paid to its acoustic proper
ties. There will be no galleries, with the
exception of a small organ loft. Five
altars are to be erected. On the wast
side, in line with the transept, will be the
morning cbapel 22 ft, by 36 feet, capable
of seating 200 and provided with a sep-
arate entrance, In the basement of this
chnfel will be placed the furnaces and
fuel bins,

“The site, which is probably the finest
inChatham, is that occupied by the old
church, erected in 1347, and razed to the
ground’ last spring to make room for ita
more pretentious successor. In the old
church Catholic citizens of Chatham and
vicinily worshipped for forty years, being
B::lidod over in turn by the Jesuits,

ilians and Franciscans, Within this
brief’ reriod how many have been ushered
into life to pass away again, and how
many whose silvery locks have passed
from view. There are a few who saw their
labors rewarded by the completion of the
old building, and baving spanned the
bridge of its usefulness, now awaits the
opening of the new edifice, wherein to
pralse thair God duiing the wanlug days
of life; while others, sgain, full of the
vigor of youth, with hopes of & longer
lease of life, see In ita erection the hope
of many graces and blessings beneath its
roof.”

Administrator—Bishop of Detroit, in the
absence of the Right Rov, Michael Power,
Bishop of Toronto, in Europe. It was Mr,
Ju, Jaftre, Jesuit—missionary in Sand-
wich—that induced all the population,
Catholic and Protestant, to subscribe for
it, and led a Catholic committee com.
posed of the following : Robert Hebert
and after him Alex McDonell, Chairman,
William Baby, Treasurer, Patrick Keley,
Collector, Daniel McDonald, collector,
Edward Reardon, collector, John Rear.
don, Secretary”,

town of Chatham, then a remote and

mony,

obsoure village, has now assumed the

proportions and importance of a wealthy
civic community, No longer a mere
appanage of the Catholic mission of
Bandwich, it is now the centre of a pro-
gressive and prosperous parish, The
growth of Chatham, in a Catholic sense,
bas been truly wonderful. In 1861 there
were in that town but 875 Catholics, with
326 in the Township and Gore of
Chatham; in 1881, there were, on the
other hand, 1506 in the town and 544 in
the Township. The sympathetic multi.
tude of mon-Catholics toat assisted at
the laying of the corner stone on Sun-
day, the 17th, emphatically attests the
growth of good feeling towards the
Church, and the readiness of those out-
side her fold to hear her doctrines ex-
pounded, The Bishop, who is specially
happy, because as well of his kindliness
and delicacy of sentiment as of his
scholarly attainments, in addressing
non-Catholics, was never more impres-
sive than in his masterly and exhaustive
discourse at Chatham. We have, we
must say, never beheld a more deeply
fraternal, broad-hearted and religious
assemblage than that gathered upon that
memorable occasion. The whole popu-
lation of Chatham and vicinity was fully
represented. Among the lay notabili-
ties present, besides the members of the
Church Committee, composed of Messrs,
J. J. Hanratty, Secretary, Thos. Brady,
A, McDonell, C.J. O'Neill, James Dillon,
John J. Doyle, H. J. Murphy, M.D.,and J,
G. Pennefather, were Messrs, J. C. Patter.
son, M, P., North Essex, and Mr, Jas.
Clancy, M. P, P., West Kent, The
Rev. Fathers Ronan, Wallaceburg; Vil
leneuve, Paincourt, and McKeon, Both.
well, arrived in the course ot the after-
noon, The last named reverend gentle-
man delivered at Vespers, to a very large
congregation, an instructive and edifying
sermon on the Holy Sacrifice of the
Mass. On Monday morning, the 18th,
His Lordship p ded, accomp
by the Rev. Fathers O'Connor, Sand-
wich ; William, Chatham: snd Tiernan,
London; to Paincourt, where Le received
a glad welcome from pastor and people,
His Lordship here gave Benediction of
the Most Holy Sacrament, and on Tues-
day morning administered the sacred
rite of confirmation to eighty candidates.
In a discourse delivered in the French
language, with remarkable grace and
persuasiveness, His Lordship recalled to
parents and children their Christian
duties and forcibly urged on them the
constant practice of God’s holy law, At
Big_Point, a newly erected mission six
miles from Paincourt, His Lordship on
Wednesday morning gave confirmation
to thirty three candidates, making in all,
since Rosary Sunday, 702 persons con-
firmed.

Here again were the good French Cana-
dian people highly pleased and gratified
to hear their first pastor addrees them in
their own tongue, His Lordship at this
mission also blessed a new bell for the
parish church, After the solemn cere-
monies of the day, His Lordehip, with the
attendant clergy, assisted at a sumptuous
banquet prepared and provided by the
kindly forethought and generous hospi-
tality of the priest and people of Big
Point, This, we may here remark, is a
new parish, in charge of the Rey, Father
Carriere, an enerﬁtlc young priest from
the diocese of Montreal. A very fine
presbytery is now in course of comp! etion,
and everything promises for this arish,
in whose welfare and progress the Bishop
takes an especial interest, a very bright
and prosperous fature.

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PASTORAL LETTER.

JOHN WALSH,
BY THE GRACE OF GOD, AND THE AP-
POINTMENT OF THE HOLY BEE,
BISHOP OF LONDON,
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To the Clergy, Religious and Laity of the
Diocese, Health and Renedicticn in
the Lord.

DEARLY BELOVED BRETHREN :

The approach of the month of Novem-
ber, wi 'fu “All Souls’ Day,” is for us
an lpprogrhto occaslon for addressing
ou on the corsoling and salutsry doc-
e of Purgatory and on the duties of
shty and charity tcwards the faithful
eparted, that spring from it. The Church,
in consecrating this month to special de-
votion for those who bave died In Christ,
seems to bave formed an alllance with
pature in order the better to attune our
minds to solemn thoughts of death and to
touch and move our hearts with the sacred
memories of those who have gone before
us, November is the graveyard of the
yeoar. The withered, fl.llen leaves ; the
naked trees ; the hush and silecce of the
woods ; the dark, shor! melancholy days;
the moaning winds, that seem like the
dirge of nature over its departed glories
end its prezent sad desolations—all these
characteristios of our November strongly
impress the mind with thoughts of decay
and death, They remind us that, in the
language of Scripture, “All flesh is grass
and all the glory thereof as the flawer ot
; the grass s withered and the flower
fallen,”—Is, x1, 6. They tell us that,
in the words of the Pealmi:t, “In the
morning man shall grow up like grass, in
the moming he shall {flourish and pass
away ; in the evening he shall fall, grow
dry and wither.”—Psalms 1xxxix., 6, The
Holy Church takes up these voices and
warnings of nature, and, blending them

with her own, teaches her children that, at | I

this season of the year, they should occupy
themselves with salutary thoughts con-
cerning death and the dead ; that, mindful
of the certainty of thelr own death ome
day, they should not forget those who
have gone before them, but should, by
prayers and alms-deeds, and upecinll{ by
the oblation of the hofy sacrifice of the
Mass, seek to bring them aid and refresh-
ment and to hasten their advent into that
eternl rest and everlasting light and un-
ending and perfect happiness which are
enjoyed in the Kingdom of God. For
there is & place of punishment in the next
life, whbere some souls sufter for a time
before they can go to Heaven, and these
souls may be helped and relieved by
prayers, alms-deedsand other good works,
or us Catholics there can be no doubt
about the dcctrine of Pargatory, for it is
a defined srticle of our'faith that there is
o middle state in the next life, where some
eouls are detained for a time before they
reach their immoital and happy destivy,
but it is useful to show that this, like a |
the other doctrines of the Church, is in
strict accord with 1ighi reason ard in
perfect harmony with the revealed word
of God.
In treating this question we must, for
the proper understanding of it, lay down
certain preliminary prcpositions :
We will premise by staticg that every
sin is not mortal, and does mot deserve
eternal punishment, according to the laws
of divine justice ; but that there are less
grievous sins which are, from their natur
venial, and do mnot destroy grace an
<harity ; and it is to such the Secripture
refers when it declares that the just man
falls seven times, Hence, the just can
truly use the words of the Lord’s prayer:
“Forgive us our tre:pames.” St. Jobn
-declsres that if we say we have no sin, we
- decelve ousse!ves, and the truth is not in
us, (1st Epis. St, John, 1et chap.) Our
Lord even aseures us that ¢* for every idle
word we speak, we sha!lrenderan account
on the day of judgment.” (Matthew,
chap, 12 ) Would it x.ot be monstrous, for
inatance, to assext that the telling of a
jocose lle were equal in gravity to the
horritle crime of parricide, or the shame-
ful ain of adu'tery, and that it deserves a
like punishment? Hence, 8t. Augustine
says that, “for those daily, transient and
venial offences, without which this life s
not lived, the daily prayers of the faith.
ful satisfy.”
We must, in the sccond place, premise
that, even when God pardons tke truly
penitent the eternal punishment due to
mortal sin, He does not always forgive
certain temporal chastisements which
remain to be endured cr expiated by the
forgiven sinner,
ur first parents di obeyed the com.
mand which God gave them—they stnned,
God pardoned their ain, but oh! how
terrible were the temporal punishments
inflicted on that ein ! Tiey were banished
from Paradize and were condemned to
death, and that sentence of death com-
prited alltheir posterity, By their tin
there came Into the world "pestilences,
famines, plagues, wars, sickness and death,
Moses and Aaron, for inving sinned at the
water of contradic'ion by want of confi-
dence, were never permitted to enter the
Krom.'sed laxd ; and though Moses feasted
Is eyes upon its Leauties, yet, as a
temporsl punishment of his sin, he was
never allowed to set his foot upon itssoil,
David, than whom thecre was never a
greater penitent, offerded God. The
prophet of the Lord was sent to him, He
confeesed his sin, exclaiming, “I have
sinned against the Lord.” The prophet
said to him, “the Lord also hath taken
away thy ein ; thou sbalt not die ; never-
theless, because thou hast given occasion
to the enemics of the Lord to blaspheme,
for this thing the cbild thatis born thee
shall surely die.” There remaine, there.
fore, a temporal punishment due even to
forglven sin,
© should a'eo understand that no sin,
according to God’s ordinary providence,
can or will be forgiven without satiefying,
astoall tte punishment due to it, the
laws of divine justice.
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
