Hi5 AMMUNITION

Letters Were Stolen from
Standard Qil and Sold

to Journal

NEW YORK, Sept. 29.—A new phase
of the digcussion of the so-called “Stan-
dard 0Oil correspondence” made public
recently by Wm. R. Hearst was entered
upon late today, when John D. Arch-
bold, vice-president of the Standard Oil

v Company, made a statement to the As-

sociated Press, setting forth details of
the alleged theft of  correspondence
€from his files. Former United States
Senator John Lowndes McLaurin, of
Bouth Carclina, also entered the field
with a signed statement declaring his
attitude in the matter of the corres-
pondence between himself *and Mr.
\Archdbold.

Mr. Archbold said:

“In response to many inquiries as to
the theft of letters from my files, the
following may be made known:

‘““Over three years ago a report reach-
ed me that certain of my letters had
begnt cfiered for sale ta newspapers of
this° clty, avowedly, as stolen letters.
Exainination showed that some letters
were missing ‘and that they could only
have been taken by someone not only
familiar with the office details, but
highly trusted. The party on whom
suspicion fell stoutly denied all
guilt, A little later, however,
e man who represented himself as
acting between the thief and those to
whom the letters had been sold, pro-
posed to return some of the letters for
@ consideration. His story was that
the idea of the theft had been con-
cefved by his brother, who had at one
time been in the company’s employ,
and that this brother had induced the
employes already suspected to accom-
plish the theft. According to the go-
between’s story, he had disposed of
the letters or some of them to two men
who purchased them on behalf of Mr.
Hearst’s hewspaper, the Journal. Not
only had the stolen letters been thus
traded for, but the thief was induced
€0 carry off one or more letier-copying
books, many of whose pages he claims
were photographed, other pages being
removed altogether. The Looks in
question were, the go-Between said, re-
fturfed after forty-eight hours.

miracles, but it can and does exercise
so great an influence on the course of
trade that it is well worth making some
effort and even some sacrifice to main-
tain and extend it. Lord Milner thinks
the time has come when all fair-minded
free trade importers will admit this,
and, some of them, including the pres-
ent chancellor of the exchequer, have
admitted it.
