IN ITS HOLIDAY ATTIRE

Chinatown Observes the Beginning
of New Years.

The Celebration Attended By Scores of
Curious White People—The Re-
" ligious Signifigante.

Chinatown was in gala attire vester-
day, which witnessed the idauguration
of the Chinese New Year. The festivi-
ties will last for a week, and during the
entire period the celestial colony will de-
vote itself to feasting and mirth as un-
restrainedly as it commits itself to wash-
ing and work during the rest of the year.
Everybody in the colony who can afford
to do so will suspend toil completely

during the festal season,and the Chinese
house-boys and cooks are the recipients
of widespread condolence, since their
employers do not always see fit to per-
mit them to give up household tasks in
order to celebrate the incoming year.
The day was ushered in at midnight
by the Chinese, who started a veritable
fusilade of fire crackers and other
oriental pyrotechnies. As the Chinese
population is scattered all over town, not
a district in the city was exempt from
the noisy inaugural of the Celestial fete
day. Truth to tell, however, _the cele-
bration was in & good many cases inter-

rupted by hard hearted and unsym-| ..

pathetic citizens, who, glisturbed from
sleep by the anearthly din, stuck their
heads from - bed-room windows, and
in language more forceful than polite,
suggested to the almond-eyed sons of the
Flowery Kingdom that the celebration
cease forthwith. Since John is natur-
ally of no very aggressive disposition, the
guggestion was generally heeded, though
the suspension of festivities was gener-
ally accompanied by muttered though
vigorous denunciations of the cruel and
unsympathetic white man who had or-
dered the din stopped.

“Rossland has no real Chinatown, but
there are two sections where the Chinese
have their headquarters. One of these
is in the group of shacks clustered
around the opera bouse, while the other
is located just south of the Columbia &
Western railway station. This latter
distriet is by far the more important,

00 Chinamen make it their
headquarters. Thereare different rally-
ing places, one Sam Kee’sstore ; another,
Lai Yuen & company’s, which is the
mecea of the local faction, and
a third, Hong Sing’s laundry, which,
from its size and importance, attracts a
large iollowing of wash-men and their
friends. At each place the gigns of fes-
tivities was most apparent.

There were large banners hung on the
walls, adorned with choice Chinese
maxims relative to the incoming year,
and over in a corner was a table fairly
Toaded down with an elaborate display of
fruits, cakes, sweetmeats and the like,
carefully piled up in staid designs and
adorned with artificial flowers. This
spread, however, is to be admired
and not eaten at this early stage of the
festivities. Later on, when all have
seen and marvelled at the gorgeousness
of these displays, they will be served to
friends and callers, but they will bedoled
out at intervals, so_as to.prolong the
spread the more. In addition to this
ornamental lunch, however, there is on
band at most Chinese houses & large
supply of equally palatable but less or-
nate vivands, together with Chinese
whiskey, Canadian rye, fruit syrups and
cigars in boundless profusion. These
are always at the disposal of callers, and
the host presses them upon his guests
until they are as stuffed as so many
Strasburg geese. Regular meals are
quite abandoned during the New Year’s
season, for the celebrants are S0 tull of
dainties and sweetmeats that they have

neither room nor capacity for more solid
but less toothsome fare.

The formal calls of the Chinamen
upon each other are hardly less stiff
and elaborate than receptions at court.

| With queue freshly braided and oiled ,and

with even their ears and their eyelids
shaven clean, the Chinamen, attired in
their_-most gorgepus! padded jacket of
gkvblue ®ilk and trousers of dark indigo-
hued woolen, patter gaily from
hquse to house to greet their
friends and extend the compliments
of the season. There are scrapings and
genuflections innumerable, and at the
proper time the caller presents each per
gon in the house with his card, an elab-
orate affair of vivid red, on which the
name is written in India ink, and the
recipients each respond by returning the
courtesy. ‘Then there is the pressing of
viands on the guest, and after a little
while he retires and the ceremonyis
over until next year.

‘Scores of interested white people
visited their Chinese acquaintances last
evening. They were received with in-
variable politeness, and the best in the
house was pressed upon them. Truthto
tell, the white callers rarely declined
anything offered them, but if the bland
CHinese host had any twinges of re-
morse as his good imported Chinese
whiskey and his costl oriental sweet-
meats disagpeared own his white
n?igbbor’s throat, he gave no indication
of it. ’
Although New Year’s is largely a
gocial celebration it h? its religious
significance as well. There is no Joss
house in Rossland, and consequently no
elaborate observance is possible here,
but all the residents of the colony have
time to burn a few joss sticks in honor
of their particular divinities, and to say
a prayer or so to their never-to-be-suffi-
ciently-revered ancestors. There is &
Chinese tradition, too, that all debts
must be paid durins the New Year’s
season, but Chinese debtors are not dif-
ferent from their kind the world over,
and the rule is more frequently honored
in the breach than in the observance.

AN EARLY MORNING FIRE

Discovered in M. J.
O’Hearn’s Store.

A Blaze

The Origin of the Fire Cannot Be Ex-
plained — Stock Damaged to the
Extent of 8750.

At3 o’clock Saturday morning flame
and smoke were seen issuing from store
of M. J.O’Hearn, merchant tailor and

general furnisher, on the northwest cor-
ner of Columbia avenue and Lincoln
street. An alarm was rung and in a few
minutes the fire department was on the
scene. The occupants of the upper floors
of the building were awakenedet:iy the
dense clouds of smoke that pour into
their rooms from the burning goods in
the store underneath, and many of them
got out of the building in a hurry and
took their trunks and other belongings.

fined to the rear portion of the store,
and considerable damage was done to
the goods by fire, and then, too, there
was more inflicted by the water that
was turned on.

The stock sustained damage to the ex-
tent of perhaps $750. The stock of goods
carried is valued at $15,000, and the in-
surance is between $5,000 and $6,000.
The building is owned by J. A, Smith
and Robert Scott, and the nominal dam-
age that it sustained is fully covered by
insurance.

Mrs. M. J. O’Hearn _stated that when
the store was closed on Friday evening
there was a fire in a large box stove lo-
cated in the front of the store but there
had been no fire in the stove in the back
portion of the storeroom since 6 o’clock.
She was at aloss to know how the fire
started unless it was from one of the
stoves.

THE JUMBO STRIKE

It Promises to Develop Into One of
Importance,

POORMAN DEAL CLOSED

Holdings of the B. A. C. in the Camp
Are Growing—The Ore Chute in the
Sunset No. 2 Has Widened Out to
Thirty ' Inches.

The strike on the Jumbo, reported in
Wednesday’s MINER, continues to show
up very favorably. The entire face of
the crosscut is now in iron ore, carrying
considerable quartz and bearing a strong
resemblance to the pay ore met in the
upper tunnel. M.R. Galusha, the man-
ager of the property, is well pleased with
the showing.

B. A. C, Secures the Poorman.
The control of the Poorman passed
into the hands of the British American
corporation on Thursday. The bargain
was closed at Spokane,where Hon.C.H.
Mackintosh has been sojourning for the
past few days for the purpose of finish-

ing the deal. Mr, Mackintogsh in
an inverview at Spokane stated that he
did not know the exact figure at which
the control had been bought, but he
thought it was 20 per cent. above the
prevailing market price, which would
make the price 12}5 cents per share.
This would be at the rate of ,500 for
the entire  property or $31,250.12%; for
the control. The Poorman is a fraction
adjoining the Le Roi, War Eagle, Centre
Star and Josie. It is sup to have
the continuation of the Josie vein and as
its workings are connected with the
Josie its future operations will be carried
on in conjunction with that property
now that both are owned by one com-
pany. It is credited with a shipment of
120 tons of ore in 1897 and it will send
to the smelter 200 tons during the cur-
rent week. This ore comes from a new
body that was recently encountered.

ASSAYS THAT DISAGREED.

An Experience That Apparently Can-
: not Be Explained.

“One meets with some things in as-
saying that cannot be explained,” said

an aseayer and mining engineer last
evening. ‘‘For instance, a man came t0
me the other day with two samples of
pulp, on each of which he wanted a
check assay made, and he told me the
circumstances leaaing to the request.
He had taken a general sample of about
75 pounds from the face of a tunnel
which he was examining, and after
crushing it to the size ot coffee beans he
had quartered it down carefully till he
reduced it to about a und, which was
pulverized till it went t rough an eighty-
mesh gieve. A part of the pulp he gave
to one assayer, and a portion to another,
but although according to all calcula-
tions their two returns shonld have been
almost identical, yet as a matter of fact
one of the assayers gave exactly twice
the values ot the other. He explained
the facts in the case to me, and asked
me to make a check on the ulp fur-
nished each of the assayers. He did not

I completed my ussays I found that one
portion of pulp had returned almost
twice the value of the other. It trans-
pired afterwards that in each case my
values were abouat 20 per cent more than
the previous ones. ;

Dan Burke Writes Concerning the
New Eldorado.

He Says It Is a Rich Country, But if
" People Can Get Along Elsewhere
They Had Better Remain.

Dan Burke, son of John M. Burke,
the mining ‘ operator, writes to his par-
ents from Dawson City, under date of
December 1st. The letter is interesting,
inasmuch as it gives an insight into the
situation in that far off and frigid coun-
try, where men are enduring such hard-
ghips in search of gold. Among other

things the writer says the country isa
hard one, but now that he is pleasantly
located in a new and comfortable cabin,
he does notdread the winter. Thecabin
he formerly occupied was next door to
the Klondike church and was burned to
the ground when the church went up in
flames. The writer was fortunate

find place of ‘residénce. Youn
Burke further stated that there had gﬁ
 a strike among the miners ever since his
advent in Dawson City, and it had not
been settled at the time of writing.

“There are some rich claims here,”
he writes, and a large amount of gold
will be taken out during the next 12
months. There does not seem to be
much money in circulation, but next
May and June there will be a great deal
of it floating abont. I have been on all
the creeks adjacent to here and have
seen some ground that is very rich, as
much as $16 and $20 to, the pan bein%
taken out. It is not t‘y any means al
like this. El Dorado creek, so far, .is
much , the richest of the creeks of the
district, Bonanza creek is next and
Hunker creek third. Idid notlocate be-
canse I found no vacant ground that was
worth the trouble. I think it is better
to wait and thus have a little chance of
the ground being good before locating,
for I can locate but one claim in this
whole district. There may be some
strikes made this winter and I will have
my right to locate and will use it.

“The last time you heard irom me
was from Lake Linderman. The trip
down the river and across the lakes was
a most pleasant one for the reason that
we were able to sail most of the way.
We reached here on the 27th ot Septem-
ber. I have been in extra good health
gsince I started and I hope to continue 80.
There is only one trouble and that is
that I have been homesick as can be,
and would do anything to be home, if

| for only a day. There is one thing that

is hard and that is the scarcity of grub.
You cannot purchase anything, except
from some one who ‘is going out, and
then it costs $1.25 per pound. It was
60 degrees below zero here today. If
anyone asks you about this country tell
them it is a great onme—but to keep
out of it, if they can find they
have any chance where they are.
A million dollars worth of property has
changed hands here in the last month.

«T figured on going out and trying to
get a cargo of g;ovisions to bring in here,
for there will be a fortune in the first lot
of provisions that arrives now.
I could have reached the outside and
then got back about the 1st of May with
a couple of boatloads of provisions I
could make a large sum of money. There
will be lots of money here and a famine
of everything else.”

The writer then ﬁzoceeds to tell how
William Perdue of Rossland, came down
river with a raft loaded with beef. When
he reached a point on the river in froné
of Dawson he was unable to land owing
to the swiftness of the current and was
swept down stream a distance of 20
miles beforeshe succeeded in making a
landing. Mr. Perdue made his waﬁto
Dawson over the ice and said to Mr.
Burke that he wished he was back
home; he intends to freight the beef
into Dawson, where it had been as high

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WAR IS NOT LIKELY

Japan is the Firebrand to Be Most
Feared.

HER PEOPLE ARE EXCITED

Apd Have a Suspicion that Unless the
Nation Asserts Herself She Will Be
Deprived of a Portion of the Plun-
der—The Chinese Loan.

Loxpon, Jan. 22.—While events are
moving with somewhat dramatic rapid-
ity in the far east, and complications
may any day develop a situation fraught
with momentous dangers, when the
known facts and the position oi affgirs
are analyzed, there is' not much reason
at the present moment to suppose that
a solution of the crisis will be found in
a resort to war, So far as the European
powers are concerned the diplomats
throughout are satisfied that the Chinese
question will not break the peace of the
world, but they have always feared that

Japan will prove a fire brand. Japan
is excited and does not know exactly
what she wants or what threatens her,
but she has a general suspicion that un-
less she asserts herself she will be de-
prived of a portion of the plunder.

~ The Daily News declares it absurd to
suggest that war is in sight because
there is a hitch in the negotiations for a
Chinese loan.

The following version of the recent
financial moves of China receives gene-
ral credence in city circles. Until last
Friday the negotiations {with the Lon-
don and Berlin banks for the proposed
loan of £16,000,000 proceeded favorabl
under the moral support of the Briti
and German governments, TheGerman
govenment had no idea of guaranteeing
or co-guaranteeing the loan during these
negotiations. Lord Salisbury however,
finding on Friday that Russia was un-
dermining the other powers at Pekin,
took matters into his own hands and
offered China a loan of £12,000,000 upon
the terms already stated. The negotia-
ting banks were not consulted in the
matter, and practically nothing of Lord
Salisbury’s action was known until
Monday.

Attempts in this direction have
been discouraged by the subject himself
aod the present book furnishes internal
evidences that it was not compiled un-
der the royal sanction. 1Two quotations
from it in reference to royalty will, how-
ever, give the keynote to its spirit.
