rights, s nee we possess them in all their 
fullness. Canada is no longer a colony 
but a nation. It is a country of 
cord, of harmony, of peace. It is a 
land blessed by those wbo live in it, 
and envied by those who do not. It is 
a country where different races meet 
and struggle and work in a fruitful 
rivalry, a country where the races have 
realized the thing unique in the world, 
fraternity without absorption, union 
without fusion.
