STATUTE LABOR.

Tn his report for 1884, Mr. Murphy,

_the Provineidl Engineer, makes the

following suggestions respecting *‘neces-
sary reforms” in the road servies:

1. A system of letting the construe-
tion of public roads by teuder and con-
_dract.
2. The aholition of fhe present sys-
_ tem of statute labor, and levying a tax of
_aay 50 cents perday in lieu of the day’s
work as at present employed.
The County Treasurer to collect
_this tax by assessment, and accovnt for
it to the Municipal Conueil i
4. A County Surveyor to be appoint-
_ed for each County to look after roads,
‘bridges, prisons, workhouses, and other
municipal property. He would be a
‘salarieu officer, appointed by the Execu-
tive Council. He sbould be indepen-
“dent in lis pusition, aud hold office uur-
dng good behavior.

Ceneral specifications, embracing
from twelve to fifteen classes of roads,
with drawings or sections atiached there-
‘%o, with description of repairs, form,
drainage, ete., to be adopted as standards
q:pﬁn;al for the provinee generally.

: . ~The roads and small bridges within
fixed points, of from five to ten miles iu

" Jength, to be let by lease for a fixed term
_of years, say three or four, at 50 much
r mile or rod: per annum ; all lettizgs
o be advcrtised, and to be let by tender
 of same,

mm for bad or inefficient
work ; and in the event of the road be-
ing atill kept in an -unsatisfactory condi-
tion after motice to the contractor has
been given, the surveyor to have power
to step or forfeit all payments, subject
to the sanction of the municipal council.

Mr. Murphy isa gentleman of sound
practical common sense, and although
these snggestions may not in all cases
meet the wants of the County, they
are worthy of careful consideration. A
change in the present statute labor
Jaw is admitted by most to be a neces-
sity, and it is hardly possible to frame |
alaw more irksome to all and more
unjust to the poor man than the pres-
ent one, or a svstem more improductive
of results for the time spent &nd money
(xpended. If the money or labor call-
«d for under the present act was judic-
jously expended by tender and contract
under’ the supervision of a competent
engineer, there would be ample to keep
the roads of this County in better re-
pair than at present without one dollar
of provincial money. At plesent one
{an safely say more than half the work
is done under the supervision of men
totally unacquainted with the art of
10ad making, and who only undertake
the work because compelled by law to
do so, and who shuffle through it in
the most superficial and slovenly man-
ner, glad to get rid.of an irksome
duty. Again, most farmers feel it a
hardship to be compelled to work for
fifty ocents a day and yet will do it
instead of paying cash. The conse-
quence is that in some sectious the
work is largely dome by the poorer’
class of laborers, and boys whose only
thought is to get in the time. Perhaps
the worst feature of the whole law is
the unjust proportions borne by. the
pooter class of men. The farmer
assessed for one thousand dollars does
niore than half as much work as his
neighbor owning four times as much.
I we are going to have a law based on
the value of property, let us have one;
but not this patent sliding scale that
puts seven days’ work on the first
thousand and one on the fifth. The
ouly wonder is that such an unjust
_samplé of class legislation should dis-
grace the Statutes of Nova Scotia as
lcng as it has. .

Gentlemen of the-Legislatare, please
give us a change.  You can’t make it
Worse.

Poultry’ I—Iini:s.

(Continued.)

PlymouthRocks lay large dark-color«d
eggs of good flavor. The chickens
are gencrally  strong, and like
the Leghorns feather very early.
Being  but little liable to the
ordinary diseases of “chickenhood,”
they are able to take care of themselves
and scratch their own paths tarough
life, much sooner than the Asiatics and
their crosses. Like the Leghorns they
mature very early: pullets well cared
for commence to lay at five months old.
The chickens make our best early table
fowls. KEven when very young they
are remarkable for their plump fall
| breasts and large thighs. In the mar-
kets both the eggsand the chickens are
eagerly bought up at the highest pric-
es. 1n many of the large cities of the
United States the dark colored eggs of
the Plymouth Rocks and Brahmas
briag cousiderably higher prices than
white eggs. It is maintained tliey are
richer and contain more custard form-
ing material than the lighter colored
one. While decidedly predjudiced in
favor of the dark eggs, we have been
unable to decide this matter ifrow ac-
tual experience, nevertheiess we have
often noticed that at hotel tables where
egas of both colors were offered the dark
eggs were first taken. It is deubtful
whether anyone with his eyes closed
could tell whether the egg he was eat-
ing bad a white shell or a dark one;
pevertheless it is an undisputed fact

that the eggs laid by hens who have
ev.1y day generous rasions of grain and
cornmeal are muon ricuer and beder
flavored than tue products of hens who
are obuged to scrateh for a Living, and
who fiud their “tit bits” among the
decaying garbage of sink hoses or com-
post heaps, Plymouth Rocks have good
appetites, aud possibly cousume wmore
food than she Lieghorus. Nevertheless it
wouid not be wise to be stingy with
them at meal times, The feed wiik

Americans -and enables them to hea
the fowl markets, Plymouth Rocks
are quiet, close ‘gitters, but are net
inveterate brooders. A few days soli-
tary confinement generally dispels the
desire to sit. Haviog small legs they
don’t crush their eggs in leaving and
returning to their nests. They are
careful mothers, their large wings and
abundant fluff forming ample protection
for their chickens from the cold spring
winds, It seems to be necessary to
confine them in separate coops, as we
have observed that when several flocks
of chickens were sallowed to wander
unrestrained in the same lot, that the
mothers have been less peaceable than
Brahmas or Cochins. The breed en-
dures the cold well; the hens mak-
ing first-class winter layers when
not fattened by too much corn.
Taken all in all, no one fowl more
completely combines “Beauty and Use-
fulness,” *‘Eggs and Flesh,” “Precocity
and Hardiness,” In confinement they
are thrifty, and may be restrained
by picket or lath fences six feet in
beight. The small breeds in enclos-
ures are restless and discontented.
Plymouth Rocks may be crossed with
good results with Leghorns, Hamburgs
and Light Brahmas. Here endeth the
story of “The Plymouth Rocks.”
