Be Ready Early.

A season of arctivity is near at
hand. 8Spring is comiag with its
pressing work. Are farmers ready
for sowing'and planting? Every im-
plement should be provided before-
hand, that no tiree may be wasted in
making purchases or repairs-after the
work should begin. Wehave known
a half-dav of ploving to be lost be-
cause (he whiffletrees’ weére not at
hand. Some farwers start out with
their spring plowing without a single
plow point in stock, and when one s
needed, the team is taken from the
field and driven to the store. Such
a loss of time is a serious matter,
and sboeuld be thoughtfully guarded
against by ample provision of all
sach articles of the farm. It is a
poor time to mend a harrow when it
shou!d be at work in the fiell. We
do not faver that cconomy thatrelies
upon the neighbors for many of the
farn tools. There are certain farm
implements that may be owned ip
partoership, as a roller or reaper, but
the constant borrowing of rakes,
forks, etc., is not 4 wise economical
practice. Be provided with all these
essential farm tools, and have tifem
in good order, and at hand wheun
the time comes for using them. Now
is the time to look to these matters,
and make al! needcd preparations for
the busy days that will soon be here.
In the peace of winter prepare for
the war of spring.—A4m. Agricultur-
ist.

Profitable Feeding in Stables.

To feed in siables profitably, one
should prepare beforehand. Suppos-
ing suitable stables, which will allow
the animals action enough to be com-
tortable, and which can be kept clean
and well aired, are in readiness, the
feeder should hegin a yearin advance
to provide food and to prepare
ground for raising green foed for the
following season. If the cows are
to come into milk in the spring, food
must be in readiness to carry them
through till green food grows. For
this purpose, grass or other forage,
cat at or before blossoming, along
with reot3 and some grain or will
feed, make the best milk producing
food for sucha seasou. The earliest
green fodder is winter rye, which
may be fed till it reaches flowering,
after which it is better cut and cured
for use when green food is not plenty.
Then orchard grass and red clover;
peas and oats sown together, millet
or Hungarian grass, and fodder corn
wmay follow, till frost puts an end to
feeding from the field. After this,
food which hasbeen cut green and
cared can be resorted to with good
effect for the remainder of the milk-
ing season, should it continue
through the whole year.—National
Live Stock Journal.

British Flags.

The Imperial standard: of England
was first hoisted on the Tower of
London and on Bedford Tower,
Dublin, and also displayed by the
foot-guards on the union of the king-
doms, January 1, 1801, This'event it
is said, gmve rise to the appellation of
‘“ npiowjack,” which hus einée char
acterized the English stinidardt ; bat the
origin ot the term ¢ jack” has bad
many disputed authorities. Duaring
the time of the crysades it was apptied
to St. George’s cross on a white field,
which the soldiers wore over their
armor, beth on the breast and bhack.
In the English treaty with the Dateb,
entered into February, 1678, it was
agreéd ¢ that all Dacch ships, whether
ships 'of war or others, whether a
squadron or single sbip which shall
happen to meet any ships or vessels
whatsoevpr belonging te the King ot
Great Britain, whether one or morve,
carrying’ the king’s flag called tHe
jack, in any seas irom Cape Finisterre
to the middle point of the lawd’ Van
Staten, in Norway, shall strike-their
topsail, and lower their flag-in the
‘same manngr and with like eceremony
of respect as has been psually paid at
any timé or place heretofore by Datch
ships to those of the king of Eugland
or hig ances.ors.”

We read of a white banner Lthat wae
carried in the army of the kinge of
England In their wars against Scot-
land, The manor of Shorne in Kent
was held in capite under it.

The * cross of St George” s been
the badge both of kings of Britain
and the nation from the time of
Edward [1I. Its use was for a while
nearly superceded by the ‘¢ roses,”
bat revived upon the termination of
the wars Letween the rival houses.

The banner of St. George was white,
charged with the rad cross; while the
British ensign is red, with blue cross
i in the apper inside corner.

This srandard was kept by the con
vener of the trades, and on its ap-
pearance Maitland says that ¢ not
only the artificers of Edinburgh are
to repair to it, but all the artificers or
craftsmen within Scotland are bound
to follow it and fight under the con-
verer of Edinburgh.” It was borne
by the craftamen at the battle of Flod-
den in 1513 and displayed tor the
purpose of assembling the incorporat-
ed (rades to protect Queen Mary afte:
her surrender to the confederated
nobles at Carberry Hill

The *“ Bluc Blanket” was brought
out on the occasion of the rescue of
James V1. from a rabble that assailed
him in the Old Tolbooth for refusing
to listen to a petition presented by
the Presbyterian ministers. The stan-
dard has been carefully preserved,
and is still held in great hoio- and
reverence by the burghers of Edin-
burgh, and indeed by all Scotland.

The flag of the Covenanters of Szet-
land was first unfarled in 1638 and
was displaved at the battle of Drum-
clog in 1679, aud at .** Bothwell’s
Bridge” in the same year. This old
emblem, which is cherished with
peculiar reverence by the Scottish
people, is preserved by the Antiquari-
an Society of Edinburgh.
