There were 150 children in the
building and fair lady teachers.
The latter proved themselves her-
oriness Without a thought of them-
selves they worked loyally to save
their f charges; and Miss Sarah
Maxwell lost her Jife as a comse-
ql‘enézs. Along with Miss Max-
well, 'Miss Keyes and the other
teachers proved’themselves worthy
to be ranked among the noblest
of those who risk their lives to
save others. But they were un-
able to prevent the death cf six-
teen of the children, Help came
too late, Most of the @ead were
between four and cight years.

The school was a brick structure
three stories in height.  The fire
broie out about .45 in the base-
ment, having evidently orginated
from an overhecated furnacef TI.Ic
building was heated by hot air,
and the hig pipes scrved as flues
to carry the smoke and flames u.ll
over the building, so that within
five minutes of the first alarm it
was completely enveloped. It was
the smoke that proved so fatal.
