He
was surprised to find that the object
of the trip was to purchase raw mater-
ial for the running of the Irish mills
The fact is that the world’s demand
for linen goods is increasing so rapid-
ly that the Irish are at a loss how to
secure sufficient raw material to turn
out the linen fast enough.

Since returning to Canade and
coming to this province, Mr. Brown
is convinced that Alberta can grow
the best of flax and in a very short
time could supply the Irish mills with
all the  material that they require.
He is now interesting himself in this
proposition and is negotiating with
the Department of Agriculture to. see
whether something can not* be done
along this line.

The
usual supply was taken in last year but
as_ there was not so much fur to buy
all the posts are now pretty well stock-
ed.

Look for More Poor Years.

The largest fur shipments from the
north this year were by the Hudson’s
Bay Company. This company has about
30 posts and outposts in the Athabasca
District and nearly as many in the Mec-
Kenzie River Distriet. The furs have
been coming down all summer, the last
shipment from the far north arriving at
Athabasca Landing last week. These furs
have all been packed and shipped direct
to the head offices o fthe Hudson’s Bay
Company in London, England, Hudson’s
‘Bay officials,. of course, refuse to give an
estimate of the fur supply this year,
stating -that all such information must
come from the head office. They state,

erably less than in previous years. They
look for a shortage in the fur catch dur-
ing the next two or three years.

The firm of Revillon- Bros. have fur
trading posts only in the Athabasca and
Peace River districts. They have not ex-
tended their posts into the MecKenzie
River district and show no disposition {o
do so. - Their furs have all arrived in the
city and have been shipped to New York
city. Part of these furs will be made up
there and the remainder will be sent to
the headquarters of the -company at
Paris: They, too, refuse to divulge the
value of this year’s fur catch but state
that it is considerably' less than in for
mer yeéars.

About $60,000 is the estimated value of
tha fur catch handled by the firm of
Hislop & Nagle during the past year,
which is about one-half the size of form-
er years.

RAILWAY TRABFIC AND
"THE LORD'S DAY ACT

. W. M. Rochester Says Certain
Pieas For Liberty. Have
Overwrought—THere Hhve Been
Unnecess: Violations—Believes
Present-Base Before Railway Com.
missiongrs Wil Clear Up Miscon-
ceptions of Act,

Winnipeg, Sept. 9.—Rev. W. M
Rochester, whe has just returned from
an. extended tour in Alherfa, said in
an- interview that hig attention upon
arrival in the city had been drawn to
the gue_stion of the railways and the
Lord’s Day. Act.. He did not wish
to discuss the merits of the case now
before the Railway Commissioners
Some information, however, was due
the public upon the general question,
which was not given in press discus
sion.

No class of business had a larger
or more efficient representation before
the committee in charge: of the Lord’s
Day bill in parliament than the rail-
ways. Executive officers, experts
and legal counsel were there in full
force. It might, therefore, be as-
sumed that having such an opportun-
ity to influence legislation, the rail-
way companies wozﬁd be able in 'som=
measure to conserve their own in-
terests. In the light of the evidence
then adduced by all parties the bill
was reported to parliament. This
fact, of careful consideration of the
whole situation, ought to win for the
Lord’s Day Act a greater measure of
confidence than many seem disposed
to give it, and to relieve it of not ..
few sweeping criticisms, especially
bearing upon the railway situation.

Railway Traffic.

The clauses touching upon railway
traffic, and which indicate the liberty
afforded the companies, are given un-
der section 12 as exceptions, as fol-
laws:

“(h) The continuance to the desti:
nation of trains and vessels in transit
when the Lord’s Day begins, and work
incidental thereto.

*“(1) Loading and unloading of mer-
chandise at intermediate points on >r
from passenger boats or passenger
trains. ;

““(j) Keeping railway tracks clear of
snow or ice, making repairs in cases
of emergency, or doing any work of a
like incidental character necessary to
keep the lines and tracks open on the
Lord’s Day.

“(k) Work before six o’clock in the
forenoon and after eight o’clock in the
afternoon of yard crews in handling
cars in railway yards.

“(x) Any work whiéh the Board of
Railway Commissioners for Canada,
having regard to the object of this
Act, and with the object of preventing
undue delay, deems miecessary to per-
mit in connection with the freight
traffic of any railway.”

With these and some minor excep-
tions, the railways come wunder the
general prohibition of the act with re-
spect to business and labor, and under
excursions.

The Fullest Consideration.

Tn_tohe entorcement of the law the|

realizes that considerable|
difticulty may be realized in the in-|
terpretation of the Act with respect to|
specific cases of traffic. It has,
however, expressed the view that full-
est consideration should be aeccorded
the companies in these doubtful cases,
and has again and again expressed the
conviction that the transcontinental
lines more - particularly should be
given this consideration. On. the
other hand, however, it sees no.reason
why obviously unnecessary and illegal
traffic and business be given indul-
gence.  For example: From this city
in the month of June an excursion
train was sent out to the city of Sask-
atoon on the Lord’s Day. In the
northern part of Manitoba a gang of
over a hundred men, one Sunday, was
engaged in the laying of steel in rail-
way work, and stopped their labors
only upon the protest of a local
minister. ~Information has come to
the Alliance that work trains in
various sections have been engaged
in general repair work on Sunday.
Mr. Rochester said he had himself
seen men engaged with hose and
brushes cleaning the outside of a
private car, and again the work of
kalsomining and painting a station at
which four men were engaged on the
Lord’s Day. He had seen also the
unloading. of coal on the Sabhath,
where no necessity was manifest, es-
pecially when- the number of men
employed and their haste gave no in-
dication of such. necessity. He was
sure that no one could say that if the
business of the railways in these
particulars were stopped thai freight
traffic would: be interfered with or the
interests of the country suffer.

Certain pleas, he said, for addition-
al liberdy in freight traffic were much
.over-wrought. Ker example, cattle are
not carried at all seasoms, in large
numbers at least, and certainly not
upon every train. That also present-
ed in the interests of the wolume -f
business done by the railways must
be cautiously used. Any  other
business might present  the same
plea for a seven-day week; and it is to
be remembered that trade is not
everything in connection with a na-
tion’s life. It seems to be thought
by some that enforcement of the Act
will turn business to the United
States roads. There may be some:
thing in this, but it is to he remem-
bered that all railways leading. to the
border are under the regamlations of
this Act.
