Drank .>0$ Gallons of Whiskey and 
His Wife Gets Divorce.

Denver, Col., March 3.— In her 
statèment to District Judge Riddle, of 
Denver, just before he granted her a 
divorce, Mrs. Mattie F. Work said:

“I married David E. Work on Janu­
ary 1, 1891, and during the entire 
period of our married life, up to the 
time we separated six months ago, he 
was intoxicated two or three times a 
week.”

According to the wife, Work accu­
mulated 2.033 “jags” during the nine­
teen years, six months and seventeen 
days of their married life. Computing 
on the basis of a quart of whiskey to 
each intoxication. Work consumed 308

The King’s Waste Paper
New premises are to be built fo 

his Majesty's Stationery Office, on thi 
“other side" of Waterloo Bridge—: 
large site with one frontage on the 
east side of the approach to the 
bridge.

More room is wanted, and it canno' 
be found on the present site—whic! 
is in Prince's-Street, Westminister— 
and it is no longer necessary for th 
Stationery Office to be in the middl 
of the apartments it serves. Tele 
phones and taxicabs have annihila 
ted distance, and thè present site has 
increased in value to such an extent 
that a more economical use can be 
found for it. The new site will cost 
about a tenth of what the old site is 
worth.

The work of the Stationery Office if 
not confined to the buildings in tb- 
immediate vicinity of Westministe 
Besides the Houses of Parliament and 
the Ministers' Departments, the Sta­
tionery Office supplies the King's 
palaces, the Army, the Navy, and the 
diplomatic centres all over the world 
It does not send pens, ink, and pen­
cils to New Zealand, but it does seni 
stamped official note-paper there, as 
well as blue-books and other publi­
cations. It has to find room for at 
least an acre of stored blue-books 
and "white paper." closely packed on 
shelves ten feet high.

The Stationery Office has to deal 
with all the waste paper of the Gov­
ernment of England. This is sold 
under contract to a dealer. To en­
sure that there shall be no prying 
intdh Government secrets, by rummag­
ing through the waste, a representa­
tive of tbe Department is on the con­
tractors premises, and he sees that the 
ledgers and documents are cut up and 
the pieces shuffled before being reduc­
ed to pulp.

Another safeguard against the leak­
age of secrets is provided. Depart­
ments put certain waste paper into 
sacks marked 'Absolutely confidental,' 
and an official of the Stationery Office 

.throws them bodily into a destructor. 
This applies to the King’s private 
waste Taper, to the Prime Minister's, 
to the Foreign Secretary's—and. in 
fact, to those of every Minister of the 
Grown. No complaints are ever rais­
ed about secrets extracted from waste 
paper baskets.

The new premises will be ready in 
about two years.
